Report from CC B. Jordan: Cllr Jordan was pleased to report that Cornwall Council is to revisit the Camelford By-Pass project with the expectation that such a road will be built to divert traffic away from the town, thus improving air quality and relieving  traffic congestion.
He further informed the meeting that Clinical Psychologists would soon be employed in schools throughout Cornwall to address any issues affecting children, this initiative would be funded by NHS Foundation Trust.
