STANDING ORDERS APPLICABLE TO

LESNEWTH PARISH MEETING.
Lesnewth Parish Meeting will meet annually between 1st March and 1st June, both inclusive.

It must meet on at least one other occasion during the year
.

In addition it must meet when convened by the Chairman of the parish meeting.

The parish meeting may appoint committees for any specific purpose.
Agenda to be displayed seven days prior to the meeting.

Minutes will be taken and circulated to parishioners on request.
Minutes will be signed by the Chairman as to their accuracy.
A Clerk will be appointed who will also assume the title of Responsible Finance Officer

The Clerk’s remuneration will be set by those present.

A quorum of the parish meeting is two unless a document has to be executed, in which case it will be three.
Decisions are taken in the first instance by a majority of those present and voting. If the Chairman is an elector he will have the original vote as well as the casting vote. If not an elector, he has only the casting vote.
The press and public will be admitted to all meetings.

All payments by the parish meeting shall be authorised, and approved, by those present.
The RFO shall supply to all electors (on request) a statement to summarise:

1. The parish meetings receipts and payments for the year.

2. The balances held at the end of the financial year.

3. The year end accounting statement shall be prepared in accordance with proper practices and subject to external audit, including the annual governance statement, and shall be presented to the parish meeting for consideration and formal approval before 30th June.

An invitation to attend a meeting of the parish shall be sent, together with the agenda, to the ward councillor of Cornwall Council.
