Minutes of previous meeting
The minutes were taken as read, proposed by RS and seconded by LR.
Matters Arising
VC had spoken to the Healthiest Town initiative in relation to them taking on the wildlife friendly gardening competition.
RS would be meeting with the Head Teacher at the school, and would mention the issue of cars entering the campus grounds from the Alma Avenue entrance.

Tayside Waders now have the contents of the road safety box secure. There was a discussion regarding insurance. VF to raise with PKC and Tayside Waders.
VC had written to PKC with regards to proposed short term lets consultation, which the community council was in support off.

68% of respondents to the separate  visitor levy charges were opposed, which included Aberfeldy CC. PKC are extending the period of consultation to spring. 1600 replies had already been received.

There was some discussion regarding access through Appin Place to the proposed new ADT housing scheme at Corran Reil (Old Slaughterhouse site). We will be able to discuss fully when a planning application has been received. It is expected that there might be some interest in the scheme at that point.

There were no further problems with fireworks.

VF had laid wreath at the war memorial, the occasion being very well attended.

Housing/Planning
The development in Mill St had been approved.

Work would begin shortly to repair the Taybridge Terrace toilets. 

A new defibrillator has been fitted at ABC Nursery.

The visitor levy consultation has been extended to spring 2026. There have been 1600 replies received to date, with 68% against the idea.
AOCB
VF would supply Xmas sweet boxes on behalf of CC to health centre, Chemists, Dalweem etc as in previous years. 

The posts from the build out on Crieff Rd have been vandalized and thrown in burn, and need to be replaced.

The lines on road outside Chemist need to be adjusted so that people can park there legally, especially those with disabled badges, and delivery drivers to shop.
