Minutes of previous meeting
The minutes were taken as read, proposed by EFM and seconded by RS.
Matters Arising
Mary MacDougal’s family had commissioned a garden sculpture to be awarded as a prize for our wildlife gardening competition. That would give the competition a much higher profile than it has at present, and it would be best in the CC could now delegate this to  some-one else. VC would raise with Feldy in Flower. The Healthiest Town initiative could be interested as well.

We had written in objection to the Meall Dearg windfarm scheme. 
VC had written to Glen Lyon & Loch Tay CC supporting their Local Place Plan.

All 7 x current CC members had been returned in election, with first meeting of new council on 2nd December.

PKC had tidied up a number of weedy areas through thetown, which was now looking much better.

There had been communication with Tay Valley Connections about a blue cycle storage unit in the square. We had previously discussed this, and felt that this was not appropriate in the square, compromising flexibility for other events. They were quite large structures.
Crime Prevention and Community Safety
Cars had been entering the campus via the Exit on to Alma Avenue, creating a potential danger. RS to bring this up with the school.
Focus Topics:
Taymouth/ Moness

The trees had finally been cleared above Moness, with the area being left to regenerate over, and some enrichment planting done over the winter period. Residents would like to see other trees on their boundaries taken down as well, and we will raise this in due course.
Taymouth Castle is to be open via local tickets on 25th October, tickets available online on 9th October, for people who did not get in to  see the castle in 2024.

Caravan Park

The community council and Cllrs McDade & Duff had all objected to a suggestion that the caravan park could be sold to the current operator. PKC had responded to say that they would be not taking the idea forward, although there was nothing to stop the operator submitting a planning application for lodges if he wanted to do that.

PKC would be reviewing its Grow Wild initiative, after extensive complaints about outcomes and poor communications with communities in 2025.

PKC had overspent its budget this year by £5 million, largely as a result of increased spend on social care. The consequence of this is likely to be increased council tax next year.
