Short Term Lets consultation

There was currently a consultation open on a proposal to regulate short term lets in the Highland Perthshire area. In practice, this basically would mean that any residential property that was proposing to change its use to holiday accommodation would need permission to do so through the planning system, in addition to then also needing a licence to operate at such. The objective was to deter residential accommodation becoming short term let accommodation. It is accepted that the proposal will make this much more difficult.

Aberfeldy CC had previously discussed this issue, and at that time, there was majority support as we felt the current balance was too heavily weighted towards short term lets, and the housing problem locally was consistently cited as the single most  important issue we have to face as a community.

On this occasion, the CC voted unanimously in favour of the proposal to have greater controls on short term lets. VC to respond to the consultation with this view, before 22nd December.

Chair
The Aberfeldy Development Trust (ADT) were holding a pre- planning application consultation on their plans for community housing at the old slaughterhouse site, which will become known as Corran Reil. They are holding an event at the Birks Cinema, Sat 8th November, 4- 7.45 pm.

There had been another Common Good Fund meeting. Money was now only being distributed up to £1000 maximum on an annual basis, in order to try and grow the capital in the fund.

Wade’s Bridge will be closed 26/27 November so that some investigative work on the structure of the bridge can be undertaken.

We now had an official contact point re A9 dualling. There was to be a drop in event at the Mod Atholl Hall on 20th November, 8am- 8 pm.

There had been problems with fireworks going off within the town, to the annoyance of many. The Police were aware of the situation.

Tay Valley Connections now have access to an 8- seater car.

The Urlar Community event was looking at natural capital land use and peatland restoration options on the estate. It is not known what the outcome was.

VF would lay wreath at Remembrance Sunday event at the War Memorial.

The December meeting would be the first for the new community council. Provost McDade would open the meeting and oversee the election of office bearers.
