Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on Tuesday 17th June 2025 at 7.30pm in Welsh St Donats District and Community Hall

1. Public Forum
No members of the public present.
2. Receive apologies
No apologies were received.
3. Declarations of interest from Members
Councillor N England declared an interest in point 16. Planning.
4. Approve and sign Minutes of the Annual Meeting and Monthly Meeting held on 21st May 2025.
RESOLVED that the Minutes of the Annual Meeting and the Monthly Meeting held on 21st May 2025 be confirmed as a correct record. Both sets of minutes signed.
5. Confirm Acceptance of office form has been signed by the chair for 2025-25
Councillor E Hall duly signed the Declaration of Acceptance of the Office of Chair.
6. Police Report
No matters to be reported. Council has requested that the Police Report is circulated to all councillors.
7. Report from County Councillor Michael Morgan

d. Councillor Resignation update
The Chair informed Council that Councillor T Rich has resigned. The Clerk updated council on the process. Democratic services have been notified, and a Notice of Vacancy has been displayed on the Councils website. For an election to take place, 10 electors from the ward must request it by contacting Democratic Servies by 20th June 2025. If no requests received, we the Council can then co-opt someone to fill the seat.
e. New Clerk update including signing of contract
