The minutes of the last meeting were read and then approved and signed.

 Matters arising from last month’s meeting: - 

1a. All members that were present reported that the annual dinner at the Cross Hands, Llanybydder had been successful, with the food and the hospitality very much up to the mark.  

Correspondence: - 
2a. An email was received from Audit Wales stating that the 2025 – 26 audit was due now and that this year would be a basic audit year. Clerk said that he had done the work already and was ready to be inspected by the internal auditor. It was proposed and seconded that we would ask Mrs. Rhian Evans to do the internal audit as per usual. 
2b. An invoice was received from Carmarthenshire C.C. for the street lighting, the sum being £1577.23 including VAT. The clerk through the authority of the council had paid this invoice so that it would be included in the 2025 – 26 financial year.
2c. Clerk read out an email that he had received from Mr. Kevin Phillips the planning officer in charge of the planning application of Lidl Superstore at Cwmann. He explained that there was a second retail impact assessment being done and that he would proceed as soon as possible after the findings.
2d. An email was received from Green Gen Cymru giving us an update regarding the proposed new 132kv electricity line that is going through our community. The line has been moved for the third time in our area after feedback from the consultation with the public. They will again be holding meetings for further consultations regarding this latest move during the next few months.
2e. An email was read out by the clerk from Melinda Lampard, Maesawel, Rhydcymerau drawing our attention to the proposed Glyn Cothi wind farm which at present is at an early planning stage. Councillors stated that we would respond accordingly as soon as the planning case is received.
2f.  An email was received from St. James’s Hall thanking the councillors for their donation of £100.
