The minutes of the last meeting were read and then approved and signed.

Before the council started the main meeting the Chairman welcomed Mr. Ken Simpson of No.7 Nantyglyn, Cwmann who wanted to ask a few questions as a member of the public. The first question was regarding the on-going problem that we as a council have trying to solve for many years, that is the consumption of water going underneath the houses at Treherbert Street. The Clerk explained and read out some emails that had been sent and received from the County Council and said that he would inform Mr. Ken Simpson with any update on this matter.

 Matters arising from last month’s meeting: - 
1a. Clerk informed the councillors that he had received menus from both Cross Hands, Llanybydder and Porth, Llandyssul which he read out and by showing of hands it was decided to accept the one from Cross Hands. The clerk to arrange the booking for 4th April 2026 and arrange a bus or taxis.

2a. An email was received from Corisma Choir thanking the council for their donation of £100.
2b. An email was received from Ysgol Carreg Hirfaen stating that a vacancy had arisen on the Governing Board and it was through the community council that a nomination would be taken. It also stated that it did not have to be a councillor. Clerk to ask Cllr. Wyn Jones if he was interested.
2c. An email was also received from PC Anwen Thomas apologising for not being able to be with us this evening but stated that there was nothing to report in our area. The only news she had was that a new PCSO would be starting in our area in April.
2d. An email was received from our County Councillor Denise Owens also apologising for not able to attend this evening but informed us that Bryndawe, Esgerdawe was on the list to go to the magistrate’s court. Also informed the councillors that Officers from the county council had attended 7 Nantyglyn and 15 Treherbert, Cwmann regarding the problem of the water going underneath Treherbert St. but nobody was home in either address.
2e. An email was received from Bute Energy informing the councillors that the Nant Ceiment Energy Park would not be going ahead after all. This was a great relief to the community councillors.
