Community Resilience Group 

The Glencoe Community Support Group was formed in the space of 24 hours at the beginning of the COVID-19 emergency, as we needed to move quickly to support the community as the crisis was developing so quickly.  We applied for funding from various sources (HIE, Highland Council, Foundation Scotland, Tesco Bags of Help) and were awarded this within a couple of weeks.  We have used this money to support those facing food and/or fuel poverty as a result of the lockdown, and to raise community morale in a number of ways.  We have a group of volunteers who regularly do shopping, collect prescriptions, walk dogs etc on behalf of vulnerable/shielding members of the community. We will continue to offer this service in the coming months, and also support those in the community whose businesses are struggling, or who have lost their jobs.  We have now been awarded second phase funding to support this work. 



CC agreed application to adopt members  Gwen McTaggart, Helen Fairlie, Helen Worboys & Davina Melton of the organisation of the  Covid 19 group. Helen was thanked for all her hard work doing all the applications.(Monies for the group  will be held in CC account and ringed fenced for new projects. Funds for these projects have come from the following organizations – Highland Council, Groundworks UK,  Foundation Scotland & HIE.

Community Mini Bus
Glencoe could pay by usage it was also suggest that  the bus could be used to take walkers up and back from the Glen . Electric cars would be the ultimate aim. The SLCC has £12,000 of which £4,500 is from the KBT.
HC says it should cost £6,000 pa to run the bus with Government subsidies.
Duror & Nether Lochaber have agreed to contribute via HIE mileage funds.

Planning
Application was received for a Equestrian manege at the Strath Ref Number -Ref – 20/02194/Ful . Residents raised issues re flooding of this area and the erosion of river banks  addition lighting at the location would have an impact to the residents who live across from the proposed location. Forestry  ? Have put in objection but have not been on site. CC are going to be in contact with Sepa . The size of proposed location was 60 x 40 standard use is (40 x 20). There are rare butterflies on site and a bat survey would also be required. Also concerns re the construction it must be stipulated if the proposed goes ahead that any construction traffic must not come through the village as this is already congested and if there is additional horses boxes must use the village either. SNH should also be consulted on this matter. Mr Hugh MacDonald still owns the land in questions. It appears that work has already started on the proposed site. Concerns also re the materials that will be used. The proposed development is within a functional flood plain of the river as at present is subject to regular surface flooding so presumably some drainage would be required as none is mention in the application .An assessment of flood risk should also be carried out.

Meetings Attended by Councillors 
AF & HF attended a Zoom meeting for the  Resilience Group Coordinators organised by the Kinlochleven group.  (It was designed to help the groups from all of our local communities to work together better, share ideas etc. Due to technical difficulties a second meeting was planned for Tuesday 7Th July. We hope to keep this going over the coming months, to help all the groups meet the various needs of the local communities.)



Glen Etive
Mark has spoken with the local police to if there was any way that a bylaw could be put in place re anti social behaviour VS was going to speak the council re this matter. Police were going to be doing more regular visit to Glen Etive especially at weekends and Emily was going to get her rangers to do patrols in some other locations. What rights have we got as locals (community wardens) to speak with people re wilding camping and litter problems. Passing places signage is still being looked into.

Community Company 
This has now been changed to a SCIO and once approved by the board members. Then AS was going to write to all the land owners re change re change of company status. The information re change has been sent to OSCAR.  

AOCB – Parent Council asked if the CC would look into get some signage re 20 MPH speed limit signs for lampposts or bins. GMT will look into this.

Covid -19 group were going to look into getting a skip for garden waste. Bins in carpark have been appalling a further 10 extra bags have been removed from this week alone GMT going to speak with council. 

GMT has spoken with HC re ling of carpark and 20MPH markings on village street. All monies are currently for COVID 19 resources but they have got a note of this and will be in touch when this will take place.

 IMT brought up again re social housing VS was going to get in touch with Community Housing and Lochaber Housing.  VS going to email all councillors with the mobile number of PC McCreadie 

AF mentioned that we had not had our AGM Viki had spoken with Dot Ferguson about this and under the current circumstances there was no great urgency.
