SCHOOL SPORTS RED/AMBER/GREEN ACTIVITY

RED – WHAT AREA ARE A CONCERN TO THE SUCCESS OF PE?
· Need to change some ideas of PE – be a priority

· Lack of experiences in initial teacher education in Primary is being reduced for Probationers

· Specialists need to be in Primary Education. Profile was cut. Need to broadcast courses/training more effectively e.g. Postgraduate course

· School sport – cost of transport, RCCT cover, having to get helpers disclosed

· RCCT – can stop teachers working with specialists

· Time associated with risk assessment, emergency aid is detrimental to PE, especially with high turnover of staff

· Provision will range through different authorities, according to Head teachers etc.

· De-shilling of primary teachers

· Better transition in learning through primary to secondary – transfer of information

· Drop in participation by girls & meeting their needs

· Primary school facilities

· Joining up of primary to secondary in terms of quality PE 3-18years old. 

· Facilities – not taking 2 hours of PE into consideration when building schools

· Changing of the age of mini-bus which means PE teachers cannot drive without taking additional tests and having to pay additional funding

· Transport for schools competitions

· Lack of provision within primary schools

· Transition from primary school – secondary school to maintain levels of PA

· Need for a universal model for CRT time

· Lack of volunteers (e.g. coaches who perhaps have a “day job”)

· McCrone cover – so difficult to release teachers to run/develop events. 

· LA – Pre capital – Staffing – Facilities

· Risk. Crazy hoops to jump through

· More professional input

· Parents expectations (extra curricular etc)

· Confused messages at Government level

AMBER – WHAT NEEDS SOME SUPPORT IN PHYSICAL EDUCATION?
· Primary class teachers – identify training needs/supports

· Not a clear perception of how CFE can work. Some schools continuing with a ‘business as usual’ approach. 
· People are a little panicked at the moment – need time to change
· Planning communication needs to be a priority. 
· Lack of support for children’s needs in PE
· Funding – is there a ‘pot of money’ that can be used for things like transport costs.
· Primary provision needs support more CPD opportunities
· Co-ordinating access to secondary school facilities
· Better co-ordination between sports development/active schools and PE
· Sharing of good practise
· Good teachers need to be acknowledged 
· Appropriate use of resources
· Support for PE and staff providing after-school clubs
· Days like today and chance to network across sectors
