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· Standards of staff is the key – regardless of what/how you are delivering.

· Three periods and it is viewed as equivalent to a certified subject – gives PE status within school.

· The message from HMIE is inconsistent. The message from inspectors needs to be definite “2 hours and no less” and LA’s will fall into line! “Experts to work towards” is insufficient!!

· Health day for staff – encourage to do something new!

· Creating and climate throughout the school that all staff for health is important.

· Facility approach – Difficult to monitor ‘Quality of PE’ when has no PE background. Departments lose expertise in curriculum leadership.

· Extra Curricular Activity – mainly teaching staff taking clubs, limited involvement from community clubs but this should be encouraged. Schools can create artificial barriers to external delivers becoming involved.

· Mixed messages from Scottish Government are not helpful.

· Should S5 and S6 PE be optional?  No but reality is it will happen and ultimately kids can make it optional.

· 2 hours of PE in primary needs a cultural change to use outside facilities in all weather!! Opinion is that this will happen over next 5 years or so.
