The cover paper is a crucial document.  It brings together three papers and should provide a good links for schools.  Cover paper should be read first before outcomes are read.

When downloading outcomes we can download particular line of development or a particular level e.g. early

Overarching experiences in italics so that all teachers are aware of them – not just specialist teachers.

Codes on outcomes are access codes.  May disappear when final outcomes are out?

Dance can be linked to physical activity in sport outcomes or can be taught as a separate art with Expressive Arts.

Language of Outcomes

One member of group comments on fact these outcomes were easy to understand.

Another asked about “use of I”.  It was explained that outcomes are in “childspeak”.  It was also stated that this language stops teachers being able to just tick boxes – ‘I can’ instead of ‘I have’.

It is so much a change of what your doing but how your doing it (LTS).

Interdisciplinmary subjects will allow for numeracy to be taught though PE etc.  Encourage c ross curricular links.  It was stated that these links should not be forced but developed through  C E ‘Pushing together’ of subjects should be creative not just the obvious. Activities may not have to change much, just delivered differently (maybe).

A gradual moving forward is needed. It was asked whether 5-14 should be used for progression.  5-14 should be used as a transitional tool.  A-F will go and new levels will be introduced for reporting to parents.

Using 5-14 provides some comfort for teachers and 5-14 is modelled in C E outcomes.
