CMPA Core Paths Plan:  RG had withdrawn objections.


c)
Future of RGCA:   JR had contacted John Rainy Brown for advice on the formation of a 

Community Council, who had advised as follows:  1)  Legally, RGCA is in the area covered by Aviemore CC and it would be difficult to become an independent CC.   2) Why would anyone want to become a CC ???    He had pointed out that RGCA had been set up to take the pressure off ACC and it was intended the two should work together.    JRB's suggestion is that if  representatives go to ACC it ought to be to find out in what way the two organisations could work together.   JR felt we should stay as we are.   There followed some discussion on finance since it has been suggested funding would be discontinued in time and that any future funding for RGCA would come out of the budget for ACC.   RG indicated there are sufficient funds to last another year.   WM to speak to the four councillors to sound them out as to whether funding would continue to be available.    Agreed to await the outcome before sending a representative to an ACC meeting.

Proposed road access to An Camas Mor:   RG outlined the functions of the two groups:- 

(i) Coylum B970 Action Group, whose aim is to make a case for putting in a proper access route from Inverdruie and not realigning the B970, maintaining that just because the re-ment was in the original plan drafted 20 years ago, it does not have to happen and (ii) Coylum Road Home-owners Asscn., which exists only to maintain the open spaces around Coylum Road, thus complying with the original conditions associated with the sale of the plots.    

Some discussion followed as to whether RGCA should become involved but as the Action Group will keep the CA informed, nothing need be done at the moment.   Noted that realignment is said to be the cheaper option.
