Report on Local Access Forum Meeting with reference to the opposite side of the coin, the 
Closed System of Cairngorm Funicular.

BW had attended the meeting.   John Grierson gave the background to the current situation and the reasons behind the restrictions.   BW summarised his notes, which had been distributed to members, and the following points in particular were noted and discussed:

-
The Visitor Management Plan is not 'cast in stone' and improvements have been made.

-
A monitoring scheme has shown there to be an improvement to the terrain on the east of 

the funicular and deterioration to the west of the area.   As the Natura Sites are in the west there is an argument that the system is not protecting the Natura Sites.

-
Legality discussed in relation to the Land Reform Act, but it seems that the Conditions of 


carriage stated on the ticket nullifies this.   Could be challenged but would be costly.

-
Pressure should be directed towards the operating company.   Advice is to lobby 


Cairngorm Mountain.

Agreed Ray Sefton be asked to be guest speaker at the AGM with a representative from the Access Forum to put the other side.
