A letter from Inverness Orienteering Club was read out which thanks the sports council for their grant funding towards the costs of running the very successful national orienteering event.
6. Inverness Leisure Development 

Quality Leisure Management (QLM) has now begun the study into the future of the facility.  A number of clubs attended the consultation event on 12/01/2006 and a series of meetings have taken place with the Highland Council, local enterprise company and others to seek their views.
7. Active Schools and Sports Development Update
· Peta Law and Carolyn Ward introduced their roles for the Inverness High School and Millburn Academy cluster primaries.  They distributed a form for member clubs to complete and return which aims to collate information about which clubs currently provide opportunities for primary children to participate.  A copy of the form is to be sent out with the minutes of the meeting for all clubs to respond to.

· The organisers of Highland 2007 (year of Highland culture in Scotland – www.Highland2007.com) are making funds available to sports and cultural clubs/organisations in the Highland area for events and development programmes.

· Phil Swainson reported on the Active Schools launch on 10/01/2006 at Inverness Leisure which resulted in excellent media coverage on television, radio and in the papers.

· Phil also informed the meeting that the local sports council funding system from Highland Council will soon be subject to review by the Highland Council through the Highland Sports Development Association (umbrella organisation for the 8 local sports councils in Highland).  A questionnaire will be sent out to sports councils and their member clubs to seek their views on topics such as levels and categories of grant aid which clubs can apply for.

· Denis Bell confirmed that following the review and once the new grant guidelines are known, a new Sports Directory will be published detailing them as well as the usual listing of clubs in the Inverness area.
8. Sports Personality Awards 2005
Janet Home reported that the 2005 Awards were a tremendous success with 98 people in attendance to see the awards ceremony and hear the guest speaker, Danny Alexander. A letter of gratitude has been received from an award winner belonging to the Inverness Orienteering Club and extracts were presented to the meeting.
8. AOCB
· SALSC Conference – Liz Forbes confirmed that 6 members of the sports council will be representing the sports council at this year’s conference on 4th & 5th February 2006 and a report will be given at the next meeting.

· Free Weights Facility – Denis Bell reported that a meeting regarding the free weights facility has now taken place and information about how clubs can access it will be available very soon, once the final agreement has been reached.

· SALSC Curling Competition – Denis Bell informed the meeting that the inaugural U18 SALSC Curling Competition will take place on 14/04/2006 and is being run by Hamilton District Council.  Marge Sieczkarek agreed to pass the information on in order to get an Inverness team established.  Denis confirmed that the team will be financially supported by the sports council.
· 2007 British Wheelchair Curling Competition – Marge Sieczkarek announced that the British Wheelchair Curling event is to be held in Inverness during 2007.

· Development of Club Development in Scotland – Alan Hoseason has been invited onto a national working group to establish the first draft of a national club development framework which will go out for consultation.  He reminded members that any responses to his earlier request for their thoughts on club development are due by 31/01/2006.

· HSDA Club of the Year Award 2006 – The Highland Sports Development Association are again seeking nominations for their annual club of the year awards and this year’s theme is “exceptional effort in the development of coaching”.  Up to 3 clubs can be nominated and anyone who believe their club meets the criteria, should contact the Chair.
· UK Coach of the Year Awards - Alan Hoseason reported that Robbie Paulin received special recognition on 07/12/2005 at the UK Coach of the Year Awards organised by sports coach UK in London at the event led by Steve Rider and Princes Anne.  Sir Bobby Robson received a lifetime achievement award and Robbie Paulin did exceptionally well as a nominee in a UK field ranging community to Olympic coaches.
· Inverness Blitz Awards 2005 – Denis Bell has received a copy of the video of the Blitz Awards which was an exceptional event.  If any club would like to see the video, they should contact the Chair.

· Kuk Sool Won – Ian Cameron on behalf of the club thanked the sports council for their recent grant funding.  At the November tournament 14 competitors went down and collectively won 32 medals.  The club also gained a newly qualified coach; Jack Mallone (Black Belt) became the UK Junior Grand Champion; and Ian Cameron received a significant promotion in the world of Kuk Sool Won.
