6. Inverness Leisure Development 

The study is still in progress and the firm carrying out the survey, QLM, would like younger people’s thoughts on the sports centre.  Questionnaires were made available to the Representatives in attendance.   

7. Active Schools and Sports Development Update

· Kirsten Grant thanked all clubs who have responded to the request for information for the Active Schools Clubs Directory (list of details of clubs that are available to primary aged pupils) and reminded everyone that it is still not too late to fill out a form and send it in (please contact Alan Hoseason for a form if you would like your club to be included on our database).  

· Kirsten also gave an example of how local sports clubs can work with Active Schools:  Robbie Paulin from Inverness Blitz approached Kirsten because he wanted to offer some American Flag Football sessions within school time so that he could raise the profile of the sport and recruit more pupils for the junior section of the club.  Kirsten arranged for Robbie to coach in Kinmylies and Muirtown during their gym time (P6 and P7s) for three weeks.  This allowed everyone in the age group (over 100 pupils) to have a taster of American Flag Football.  Following on from that, an after school club was created at Charleston for any interested pupils from Muirtown and Kinmylies – around 25 attended each week.  At the end of the 6 week after school club block, Robbie had organised an Inverness Area Inter School Tournament.  At this tournament, pupils were recruited to the main Junior Section of Inverness Blitz and now 10 pupils from the two schools attend Inverness Blitz regularly on a Saturday morning.
· Highland Council are reviewing their funding guidelines for Sports Councils.  The new guidelines are now ready for consultation.  A questionnaire will be given to the Highland Sports Development Association and will then be distributed to Sports Councils to get their views.  Denis McRae asked if it was likely that the grant from Highland Council will be increased and it was advised that there will be a likely reduction.

· Bellfield Park will be a venue for a Saturday morning multisport club and Phil put out an appeal to any club who may be interested in providing coaching in order to raise the profile of their club.

· Highland 2007 – Phil appealed to clubs to apply for community funding as there is still a lot of money to be distributed.  As part of 2007 there is a ‘Cultural Pledge’ part of which is that every child will have tried a new sport in 2007.

· Funding Assistance for Clubs – part of Phil’s remit is to help clubs with applications for funding – he was delighted to inform the meeting that Inverness Trampoline & Gymnastic Club had a £10,000 successful grant from the Scottish Community Foundation.  Phil has agreed to act as a referee to support applications and / or for advice.

8. General Development Sub Group Proposals – Ashley Woodhouse

The Sub Group, chaired by Alan Hoseason, met to discuss monthly meetings.  Ashley Woodhouse spoke to the meeting and outlined recommendations which will be put in writing for consideration by member clubs at the AGM.  The sub group recommend the following:

1. Grant aid should be taken away from Thursday evenings and be reviewed privately by the Finance Committee.  Time would be created to give financial advice on grants / sponsorship.

2. The purpose of Thursday evenings would be to share ideas / best practice / facilities, etc.  The Sports Council would have more of a facilitator role.  The meetings would be every 2 months and would look at club development / management, etc.

3. Venue – would need to suit new format.  The sub group investigated various places in Inverness and the best one was Inshes Church (opposite Matalan).  It is a good size, good acoustics, and has plenty of car parking.  The sub group recommend that the AGM be held at the Church so that Clubs can see what it is like for themselves.

4. If IASC agree to change the format then the first meeting in June could be a brainstorming session to decide the content of future meetings.

The meeting was asked for feedback.  Concern was voiced that if finance was taken away from meetings then that may lower attendance.  Denis Bell argued that clubs should be present to hear the outcome of grant applications and this could be done at the very start of the meeting.  The main feeling in the group was that it is a positive step forward.
