6. Sports Development Officer & Active School Co-ordinators Update
· Kevin Thomson has been 4 weeks in his new post as SDO for Inverness, Nairn and Badenoch & Strathspey.  Part of his role is line management of the Active School Co-ordinators in these areas and he also part of the Sports Network Team which includes all the Highland Sports Specific Development Officers and other relevant sports development staff.

· Emma Thomson has been appointed as the Facilities Officer for the area.
· The national sports strategy (Reaching Higher) is to be implemented in Highland which will be led by Alan Hoseason while Alan Clark will be leading the creation of a Highland Physical Activity Strategy.

· Ian Macgregor of sportscotland has been up to the area to present the new corporate plan and business plan of the national agency.

7. Active Schools Co-ordinators (ASC) Update
· Coaching Highland (www.CoachingHighland.co.uk) has just launched a £25,000 Coach Education Programme for Active School Co-ordinators and their volunteers / clubs – anyone interested in learning how to access these free NGB courses should contact their local ASC.
