6. Sports Development Officer

No report as SDO was not present.

7. Active School Co-ordinators Update
Matthew MacIver reported that the ASCs have been jointly involved in a major Cross Country Event; Basketball Festival; and Badminton Competition.  In his own area, he has recruited/trained 60 Shinty coaches; showcased the Highland Games; run a Sports Leaders Award course; set up a P1-P6 Shinty Club; worked with InveRoss Hockey Club; and successfully applied for a £8,600 Awards for All grant.
