Liz reported Alan had received a letter regarding funding for the 2008 European Junior (Under 21) Curling Tournament hosted at the Inverness Ice Centre in November 2008.  Their total costs were just under £12K with an income of £7K.  The Finance Committee decided to award a £500 discretionary grant towards the event.
6. Executive Committee Meeting Report 

· Previous meeting was held 27th October 2008.  Alan reported Bet McAllister has approached Orion for funding in 2009-10, to replace the HIE funding recently withdrawn and Alan has written to Lifescan.  Kevin Thomson has been asked to enquire about the Inverness Area Ward discretionary funding and if this can be accessed. 
· IASC Equipment – following a recent expensive repair bill, the policy on replacement /updating equipment was discussed.  It was agreed to recommend at the AGM in May 2009 to increase annual membership fees from £25 to £35 plus implement an accidental damage maximum charge of £50 which will limit clubs liability for expensive repairs.
· SALSC Events – need to get more notification of Curling events for next year so we can be more involved.  Dorothy, Alan and Elissa met with the bowling clubs and have agreed an updated set of guidelines which has been typed up and sent out to the Bowling Clubs.

· Venue of meeting – many offers/suggestions have been put forward and after considering them all, the committee decided to stay at the church as there is good parking and low costs.

· Sports Directory 2009/10 – The committee have chosen the Inverness City Advertiser to produce the booklet at no cost to IASC.

· HSDA Club of the Year – a few clubs from IASC have put in a nomination, thank you to those who have and good luck.

· Insurance – Alan discovered that IASC as currently paying £380 per annum for public liability insurance.  From February 2009 it will reduce to £115 with the Highland Council’s sports club discounted insurance scheme.
