8. Update from IASC Executive Committee Meeting 14th July 2008 

Alan reported on the main headlines/updates from the meeting which was held to look at ways to minimise the impact of losing a third of our budget following the announcement from HIE recently.  They are as follows:
· Funding to the sports council has been reduced by a third as HIE are no longer funding local sports councils.

· Sub-groups remain as: Finance; General Development; SALSC & Awards and the members of each were read out.

· The Equipment Provision budget has been reduced from £9,224 to £1,000.
· Grants – as Liz has left Ritsons, grants will now be processed by Coaching Highland for a trial period until end of March 2009.

· Sports Council address has changed to Suite 484, 24 Station Square, Inverness IV1 1LD for all correspondence including grants.
· Clubs now have the option when claiming their funding to be refunded by BACS.

· Total grant available to clubs in any one year has been reduced to £700 as the sports council has lost a third of it’s funding.  This will be reviewed at the end of the financial year.
· SALSC Events Expenditure now capped to £1,000 (from £2,000) for 2008-09.

· SALSC Seminar – it was agreed to offer 2 places maximum this year.

· Annual Awards – Coach/Administrator of the Year & Sports Personality of the Year, to be merged as one big awards ceremony and hosted in December.

· The meeting venue is being reviewed and sourcing possible alternatives was underway – members to be consulted.

· Representatives for IASC at the following meetings are as follows: Inverness Leisure User Group - Dorothy Shanks and someone yet to be found; and Highland Sports Development Association – Ashley Woodhouse & Dorothy Shanks.

· Sound System update:  as we have 2 of them (original one returned from Inverness Leisure who decided to stop the partnership) we will be selling the older one – a price is yet to be decided, and when known all member clubs will be given the chance to purchase it.

· Sports Directory – current one is now out of date.  UK Sports Partnership has offered to donate £250 to IASC and provide 5K copies and the Inverness Courier charge £500 for the directory but offer more copies – a decision as to which producer to order with is yet to be made.
9. Sports Development / Active Schools Update

Kevin Thomson reported that funding for the ASC posts has now been secured from sportscotland from 2008-11.  Of recent there are vacant ASC posts: Grantown; Inverness High School; Inverness Royal Academy; Millburn; Culloden and part time at Charleston), interviews for these are due to take place mid August.  Quite a few ASC Primary and Secondary posts have been merged.  Summer Programmes are running throughout Highland in the cluster areas.  Kevin thanked Coaching Highland for their work on the Highland Sports Strategy.
Kelvin Allen, Highland Basketball Club, added that there is due to be a Highland Basketball Development Officer being appointed soon.
10.  IASC Committees Update

· AWARDS - Sports Personality of the Year Awards will take place on Friday 5th December 2008; the hall let is free but staff time must be paid for.  The hall must be cleared up after the awards due to a booking the following morning, volunteers to help tidy away are: Kevin Thomson; Alan Hoseason; Sandy Dunbar; Denis Bell and Charlie Forbes.  This year it was hoped the net expenditure would be less than £700 (total of last year), once the catering costs are known Janet will call a meeting to discuss this.  Action: Janet
· SALSC EVENTS – The over 50 Ladies & Gents Bowls area competitions will be hosted at Planefield Bowling Club this year.   Ladies Finals will take place in Stranraer on the 19th August 2008 and the Men’s Finals will be at Kintore on the 30th August 2008.
· GENERAL DEVELOPMENT – this group meets each alternative month to the IASC meetings.  They are going to build on the work from last year and Sandy Dunbar is researching Minibus possibilities.  They are also going to look into how the Sports Council could operate – any ideas from the clubs are welcomed.
11.  AOCB
Alan has received a letter from Inverness Leisure requesting a Board nomination from IASC.  Each appointment lasts 3 years and any one person can serve for a maximum of 9 years.  Denis Bell is the current sports council representative on the Board and is willing to stand again.  Nominations will be sought from all members before a decision is made at the next meeting.  Action: Alan
Due to changes in the Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005, training is now mandatory for any organisation serving alcohol with other mandatory regulations to be adhered to.  Ramsay McGhee runs training to educate clubs on the implication of these changes and he has offered to organise one for the clubs.  As clubs present are fully aware of their obligations, they declined this offer.
12. Showcasing Club – Nairn Synchronised Swimming Club

Wyn McFadyn gave an interesting and visual presentation about the club.  She explained the swimmers have to train in speed swimming, flexibility, dance and gymnastics.  Wyn stressed the swimmers were not allowed to touch the bottom of the pool throughout the performance, even though the swimmers were projecting themselves and partners out of the water.  Wyn was thanked for showcasing the club.
Ian Cameron of Kuk Sool Won agreed to showcase his club at the September meeting.
