11. Showcasing Club – Wing Tsjun Scotland
Maria gave an informative and interesting presentation about the history of the martial art and where the club is today.  It started 300 years ago by 2 women during the Civil War in China.  The style of Wing Tsjun was created for and by women as they are generally smaller and weaker than males, this helps them defend themselves. The martial art obeys the rules of self defence.  From children to adults, they are all taught when in danger to run away or attract help in the first instance, rather than fight.  They teach the practices through different scenarios which they demonstrated.  Teenagers are taught to prevent violence rather than provoke it.  They have worked with children’s charities, youth clubs, vulnerable people/groups etc to educate and teach them about the martial art and the benefits of the training.  The club want to help all people feel and be safe in their community.  
Thanks were given to Wing Tsjun Scotland for their presentation.
Inverness College UHI agreed to do the next meetings showcase.
