Finance & Grants for 2009-10

Coaching Highland have processed the grants on behalf of IASC since July 2008 when Liz left her job at Ritsons.  After the trial period ends (31st March 2009), Liz has decided to take the grants back on as of 1st April 2009.  Any correspondence for Liz should be posted to the ‘Suite 484’ address or sent to her email address – treasurer@sportinverness.co.uk.  Contacting Liz by telephone needs to be looked into – ACTION: ALAN.
IASC cost about £35K (in 2008-09) to operate and receives £24K from Highland Council and approximately £2K on affiliation income.  Options to make up this deficit are: 1. Increase affiliation fees; 2. Reduce grants available to each member club.  A notice of motion will be issued prior to the AGM.  ACTION: ALAN.
6. Sports Development / Active Schools Update
Lucy Huggett, ASC Inverness High School Cluster, gave an update on her programme of activities within her cluster area.  She has a lead role for Badminton and is organising the South Highland Schools Badminton Competition (Inverness & Ross-shire) which will lead to the final at the National Badminton Championships.  She is creating strong community links within Merkinch; with the sports co-ordinator, MP33 and youth workers.  There have been a lot of other activities taking place such as; fitness testing, cheerleading and clubgolf.  Lucy plans to hold a festival for clubs to attend and promote their sport to encourage links.
Kevin Thomson gave an update on Sports Development: MacRobert Cup had 700 children participating with the first Primary 2 & 3 race.  It was sponsored by ‘Run 4 it’, the Provost attended and Inverness College students assisted.  Coaching Highland, in December, won a Sports Coach UK Award and since then have been asked to present at the UK Coaching Summit.  Within their Core Sports programme, Cricket and Badminton have graduated and Swimming have accepted an invitation to join along with another sport, yet to be confirmed.  The Sports Leaders Award Project is doing very well with 538 sports leaders qualified this year alone.  The ASCs are helping with the Young Leader Award in Primary Schools.  The Highland ‘Physical Activity and Sports Strategy’ (PASS) has been approved at the Highland Council Committee Meeting and will be published soon.  One of the new six sportscotland Hubs will be located in Inverness.
7.  IASC Committees Update

· AWARDS – Coach/Administrator of the Year Award has been merged with the December Awards for 2009.

· GENERAL DEVELOPMENT – Alan reported on behalf of Ashley that the sub group has been asked to recommend what the maximum grant allocation will be for 2009-10.  The mini-bus research has been subsequently dropped due to lack of interest.

9.  Affiliation/Membership Renewal

Affiliations will remain at the same rates for 2009-10.  Affiliation letters and application forms will be sent out soon and clubs will be given 6 weeks to send in completed forms with payment.  Also this will allow their details to be included in the new IASC Sports Directory.

10. AOCB

Colin Duncan thanked IASC for their support as the Roller Bowl club is going from strength to strength.
James MacLeod from Westercraigs Bowling Club enquired if the club could purchase equipment prior to a decision being made at the next meeting on their equipment grant application.  The club were advised to enclose a covering letter with the application to explain the circumstances and it will be considered by the finance committee.
11. Showcasing Club – Invernes-shire Branch of the Pony Club

Evelyn Pottie imparted a detailed presentation on the Pony Club.   The Pony Clubs main purpose is to encourage young people to ride and enjoy sports connected to ponies and riding.  It is an international voluntary youth organisation and the largest association of riders in the world!  There are 350 branches of the Pony Club within the UK, divided over 19 areas.  The Inverness-shire branch is in Area 1 (of which there are 23 branches).  The Inverness-shire branch is run by a committee of parents and use farmland at Dunaincroy for mounted activities plus other local riding centre’s.  Their youngest member is 5 years old but there is no lower age limit.  With 55 members only 6 are boys.  The branch hosts various rallies throughout the year plus a summer residential camp.  Within the Pony Club there are a variety of mounted disciplines and activities, tests and inter branch competitions.  The Pony Club faces similar issues to other sports clubs: funding for new developments, cost of coaching, cost of rent and travel expenses to competitions.  Plus the upkeep of the pony itself – ‘it is well known that ponies are expensive pieces of equipment’.
Thanks were given to Evelyn for her presentation.

Jane Pottie agreed to showcase her trip to Chicago for the Highland Basketball Club at the next meeting.
