· SALSC Denmark Gymnastics Scholarship Update
Ashley Woodhouse gave a presentation on what his son, Calum, has been learning on his extended stay in Ollerup.  He thanked IASC, on behalf of Calum, for the funding awarded.  They have been studying Non-Governmental Organisations (NGO); the reasons why they run, how they run, what problems they face and who gives them support.  The students then have to set up one themselves.  They also attended the ‘Move Conference’ 2009 in Copenhagen.  Key findings to date:
