6. Sports Development / Active Schools Update
Miles Fuller, ASC Culloden Primary Cluster, gave an update reporting that the Millburn Cluster ASC post had been appointed to Joanne McCullough; she is based at Raigmore Community Centre. The AGM date has been changed; it will now take place on Thursday 4th June 2009 at the Inshes Church, Inverness.
11. Showcasing Club – Inverness Field Archery Club
Gerry Parks gave a very enlightening presentation about the club, which was formed in 1986.  They have a core membership of 40 people but this can increase up to 70.  They hold their sessions in a wood near Croy/Cawdor which they are lucky to use free of charge.  The wood is set out with targets, some with animal pictures, and can be from 20ft to 80 yards in distance.  Safety is paramount and a lot of time is spent going over the safety rules with new members.  All new members start with a training bow and bows can come in left and right handed.  The arrows are made from carbon (for inside use) and aluminum (for outside use).  It is not a spectators sport and children under 12 are not allowed.  Beginners are allowed 3 sessions at the club before they have to join (for insurance purposes) if they wish to return and club membership is £35.  Disabled performers can be accommodated but in the winter only when they are inside.  Gerry showed everyone a range of different bows including a Longbow which uses handmade wooden arrows.  The club’s biggest issue is retaining members over the summer time when they are outside as some people prefer the winter season when they are indoors.
The clubs boasts Scottish, European and World titles in Ladies, Men and Juniors.  They are an independent club, which shoots to the rules of the International Field Archery Association (IFAA). 
Thanks was given to Gerry for his presentation and it was hoped to play the Archery DVD at the next meeting.
Evelyn Pottie agreed to showcase Inverness-shire Branch of the Pony Club at the March meeting.
