6. Minibus Update

A picture of the newly made over minibus was displayed on the screen; all clubs have received the information on how to book the bus and the charges.   Alan mentioned if clubs only need to use the bus for 2/3 hours then a price can be negotiated.  Currently the charge is £50 per day which includes 100 miles; thereafter the charge is 50p per mile.  We have removed the wheelchair lift so clubs needing this facility should contact Highland Disability Sport.  Clubs were urged to promote the minibus; further details and the booking form are available on the website – www.sportinvernesss.co.uk.
7.  SALSC Gymnastic Scholarship Report 

Calum spent 11 months in Ollerup, Denmark taking part in the exciting and challenging Gymnastic Scholarship opportunity.  In his presentation he showed lots of pictures of all the different activities he was part of, gymnastics being the main one.  Gymnastics in Ollerup is not the typical image of what we perceive in the UK.  He also took part in handball, football, archery, beach volleyball, swimming and leadership skills.  Included in the pictures was the fantastic school facility.

Calum learnt some Danish during his stay and was also given classes in NGO Management.  To put this learning into practice they had to organise two large events in the school.  They were responsible for everything from the sandwiches to the contractors!  One of the events attracted three thousand five hundred people.

Calum has realised the potential that gymnastics has to help develop adults and children in sport, health and exercise.  It can be used as a confidence builder, making new friends and create new opportunities.  

Calum gave a huge thank you to IASC for the funding towards this trip.  He drew the presentation to a close by showing a video of him and some other students (all different nationalities) reliving their story from beginning to end.  At the start it showed them all in leotards trying to do some gymnastics, the middle part showed the training they had to do to improve (which included singing in the shower!) and the end was them doing somersaults etc in the gymnasium.  They didn’t actually do the somersaults as there was some great editing involved!!!  
Ashley stated that he spent a weekend there and it had created well rounded individuals.  He also thanked IASC for Calum’s opportunity.
8. Sports Development/Active Schools Update
Sarah Liebnitz, ASC for Inverness Royal Academy Cluster, gave an update on the ASC.  She is currently in the middle of the summer programme; this is taking place at community centres and schools.  There are a variety of sports, drama and crafts organised.  She is also preparing for next terms activities with the Head Teachers and Sports Development Officers.  She also spoke about the 2014 Communities grants, these grants have been increased to £2K and it is an easy application form to complete.  She has applied for her schools and some have already received grants.
9.  IASC Committee Update

Janet – The Awards will take place on Friday 3rd December 2010.  Janet has been in touch with Billie Weallans and it is hopeful for the partnership with the Inverness Courier to continue.

Ashley – The International Working Group (IWG) with SALSC have done a survey on the SALSC events; the results should be published soon.  The IWG is coming to Inverness for a meeting in partnership with Margaret Paterson, Chair of HSDA.  There is another International Opportunity with Denmark.
10.  Volunteering Highland Presentation

Volunteering Highland (VH) was established in 1991 as a registered charity.  They are currently going through a period of change.  Their head office is in Inverness (Millburn Road) and they have other centres in Highland.  They help/work with volunteers in many ways; advertise volunteer opportunities, recruit volunteers, provide training courses, develop new volunteer opportunities & assist with disclosure checks.  They encourage one off or regular volunteering.  50% of the population volunteer in Scotland and this can benefit everyone.  There are many volunteering opportunities in sport; coaching/leading, officiating and organisational – committees & administration.  Cindy made a plea to sports clubs to inform her of what kind of volunteers they need; this can then be added to her books.  Without these listed she cannot point volunteers (interested in sport) to the clubs.  Training on managing volunteers is also given.
VH run 2 award programmes. The ‘Young Highland Awards’ is for 12 – 16 year olds and the categories are Bronze (40 hours); Silver (60 hours); Gold (120 hours) and Platinum (200 hours).  The ‘MV Awards’ recognises young volunteers 16 – 25 years olds contributing 50/100/200 hours.

They also run a scheme called ‘Time Banking’ in Aviemore, Inverness, Lochaber & Wick.  Once you register as a volunteer, you are able to receive 1 time credit for every hour of volunteering you do.  Your time credits can either be redeemed by getting another person to volunteer for you or the credit can be donated into a community pot for a specific project.

VH are still a trusted partner with CRBS however they no longer process the forms as they didn’t receive any income for doing it on CRBS’s behalf.
