Grants in 2011-12:

Due to the THC savings our funding is being reduced by 20% (£4,768).  Currently we get £23,840.  Our income consists of approximately £2K from club affiliations and little else.  The finance committee have been thinking about options for the way forward and it has been decided to hold a meeting (Alan, Elissa, Liz, Andrew & Gordon) to look at options e.g. cut the maximum grant per club, fundraise, apply to other sources, cut SALSC events etc.  The clubs were asked to think of ideas; suggestions at the meeting were: clubs applying for smaller grants could be diverted to other sources such as 2014 Communities or a Come and Try Day with a fundraising element to it.  Please get in touch if you have further thoughts.  ACTION: CLUBS

6. Sports Development / Active Schools Update
Andy McMahon from the Millburn Primary Cluster (Crown, Daviot, Strathdearn, Drakies, Inshes and Raigmore Primaries) gave his update.  He has been doing lots of partnership work with the local Sports Specific Development Officers; Rugby and Football sessions with a festival at the end.  There are a lot of after school clubs operating which offer shinty, badminton, orienteering, football, athletics and gymnastics.  Lunchtime clubs offer hockey and cross country to prepare for forthcoming events.  There are P7 playground leaders trained at Drakies PS and they are working towards the Youth Achievement Awards.  Andy had a very busy summer programme with a range of activities; this allowed over 1000 children to attend.  Health and Fitness checks have taken place for P7 and plans are in place for further checks in 2010-11.  Millburn Academy ran a ‘Fit for Girls’ programme.  Andy attended a Disability Inclusion Training course and found it very useful and insightful.  He has plans to run a Healthy Weight Intervention Programme for children who have obesity issues, this will also involve their family.  This is hoped to be delivered in October.  All Inverness ASC posts are operational currently.

7.  IASC Committee Update

Janet: Billie Weallans is no longer working for the Inverness Courier however still has contact with them and has kindly arranged for the Awards advert to go in the paper as usual.  This will be passed to Alan as a proof before it is published.  Janet appealed to clubs to submit applications as Inverness has a lot of talented sports people!  Alan asked Billie to pass on our thanks to the Inverness Courier for their support; adverts and trophies.  We really value this support.

Dorothy: A Badminton U14 tournament has been organised in Moray, £80 per team, which will be emailed to the Badminton clubs.

Liz: The bank balance is currently at £15K.   The Highland Council are yet to issue the second half annual grant of £11,920.  She is pleased that more clubs are giving their bank details when claiming their grants as it is much quicker than a cheque (for both her and the club!).

8.  Club Showcase
Gordon Scott from the Inverness Petanque Club gave a detailed presentation on the club and where Petanque began; in France.  It was introduced in 1910 as a less energetic form of Jeu Provencal, there is also another form of Petanque called Lyonnaise.  Today Petanque is the second largest sport in France and is played worldwide.  It is a simple game, played individually and it is different to green bowls as they play alternate shots.  
John Mudd is the current chairman of the Inverness Club; they have 28 members and have a piste at Fairways (best in Scotland!).  In the summer they hosted the Home Nations, for the second time as they have hosted the Celtic Cup previously.  This was with grant aid from IASC which they are very grateful for, a variety of pictures were shown from the event.  Some of their members have represented Scotland on a number of occasions; the club are keen to increase their membership.  The club welcome groups to come along and have a try!!  Members of the public can try Petanque at any time as the equipment can be provided by Fairways or the club.   A flier with information about Petanque was handed out to every member which included Gordon’s contact details.

Gordon finished by encouraging all the clubs to bring national events to the Highlands, as it is possible!
