6. Sports Development/Active Schools Update
Susanne Standish White gave an update (she is in post for the Inverness High School Cluster); Millburn Academy Cluster is covered by Andy McMahon; Glen Urquhart/Kilchiumen Clusters do not have an ASC in post currently.  Charleston Academy Cluster is now covered by Laura Young (Dagmar Borrowman is on maternity leave) and Jeni Herbert is covering Charleston Academy & Millburn Academy as Secondary ASC.
A huge variety of sports have taken place this term: Rugby for P4-P6 leading to a festival; Football for P1-P3 (Caley Thistle) which is an on-going project until June 2010; Flag Football (Inverness Blitz) for P7 to develop after school clubs; Basketball (John Kerray) which has developed an Inverness League along with camps in Easter and the Summer; First Club Golf delivered by the ASC and in class teachers; Sportshall Athletics for P5 (Julie Wyatt) – indoor track and field events.  Susanne has been organising the South Highland and Highland Badminton Championships with the finalists heading to Perth in May.  She has also been involved in the Celtic Games; Inverness are focussing on Curling, Shinty & Rugby.  The MacRobert Cup Cross County hosted over 700 pupils from 36 schools.  The Inverness Primary Football League are working towards a big event.  Young Leaders and Sports Leaders have been trained up to help with a transition event.  Pupils have been going through the Youth Achievement Awards & Duke of Edinburgh with the ASC and Youth workers.  Susanne has started Indoor Rowing at Inverness Royal Academy, Inverness High School and Millburn Academy.  There are lots of events to take place in April–June 2010.  Finally the summer programme is currently being devised; there will be at least 3 weeks of activity with lots of club links.
7.  IASC Committee Update

Janet – The Town House is booked for Friday 3rd December 2010.  A plea went out to the clubs for more nominations at this years’ event.
Dorothy – SALSC Events are as follows: Ladies Over 50s Bowling, 21st August 2010; Gents Over 50s Bowling 16th August 2010; Junior Bowling, 4th August 2010 and Junior Boys Golf, 3rd July 2010.
Liz – There was a closing bank balance of £20,760, however there are up to £10,000 worth of grants to be claimed plus extra payments relating to the purchase of the minibus e.g. insurance etc.  There will be approximately £9,000 carried over to 2010-11.
Ashley – no update on general development.
8. Sport Relief Mile Update

It was noted that the event was not supported by our member clubs despite them agreeing to do so before we agreed to take on the organisation of the event, however some committee members helped out on the day.  There were over 300 people participating and it was a great day.  There will be coverage tomorrow in the Inverness Courier.  Over £300 worth of donations were received on the day and we will be informed of the total sponsorship in a couple of months.  The event is bi-annual and it would be great to have club groups taking part next time.
9. Inverness Leisure User Group (ILUG) - Oana
Unfortunately Oana was not invited to the last ILUG meeting in March due to an admin error so she was unable to represent IASC.  She will be attending the next meeting at the start of May.
10. SALSC Conference Update & Feedback  

This year, as the conference was held in Aviemore, IASC were able to fund more people to attend.  Keith Scammell commented that Shona Robison’s speech was very interesting and the workshops were interactive.  Alan Hoseason commented that the Fundraising workshop hosted by The Big Lottery Fund was very useful; their application form for Awards for All is much simpler and there is much less paperwork to complete at the initial stage.  Also they will reply quickly and if the application is rejected, it is explained why in a more useful way.  There is also the 2014 Community Grants which allows you to apply for £300 - £1000, however this may be doubled in the near future and all clubs are encouraged to apply as they are very keen to get these funds distributed.  The fund has been set up for new activities that encourage new participation.  The second day of the conference focused on SALSC.  There were 7 out of the 11 Highland & Islands Sports Councils in attendance.  The idea of a sports council hub in the area was positively received as video conference could be used.   Ashley Woodhouse has written a paper on this topic which has been submitted to the Highland Sports Development Association (HSDA) for discussion at the next meeting taking place at the end of March.  The International Working Group was also discussed; there were good examples from other areas which could be replicated in the Highlands and Islands.
11. AGM – 27th May 2010

Oliver Barsby (SALSC) and Margaret Paterson (HSDA) to be invited so we can discuss how IASC can fit into the new structure of sports council hubs.   Also a questionnaire will be sent our prior to the AGM to understand what the clubs actually want from IASC as there is little response when we run the annual awards, the Sport Relief Mile and other information requests.

13. Showcasing Clubs

Fiona Clarke, Chair of the Highland Hillwalking Club, gave a very interesting and interactive presentation.  The club started in 1978 and their philosophy is to join the club, climb and climb safely.  They do not organise led walks; they have a programme of events throughout the whole year covering many hills across Scotland.  The funding they receive from IASC is to bring in a qualified instructor to train members in Winter Skills, Night Navigation etc.  The club offers a free walk to new members to gauge their fitness and experience etc.  They are affiliated to the Mountaineering Council of Scotland which they receive lots of benefits e.g. public liability insurance.  One of their main problems is electing committee members.  They have been considering admitting people 16 years and above, currently they only allow adults to join.  This would mean they would have to appoint a Child Protection Officer; the clubs in attendance were asked for their views and advice.  Some possibilities to aid the situation is to get junior members to complete a Duke of Edinburgh or John Muir Award so they would have the relevant experience and qualification to join a hill walking group on their own.  Also it was suggested any junior members wishing to attend must bring along their parents so no disclosure checks etc are necessary.
Fiona was thanked for attending and giving the informative insight into the club.
