5.  Club Showcase
Martin Gent from Inverness Junior Hockey Club began his presentation by thanking IASC and Coaching Highland (CH) for all their support over the years.  The club was formed 19 years ago by mothers of Crown Primary School pupils.  Drakies Primary School children were then invited along.  It is now based at the Bught Astroturf and is for ages P4 to S3.  The aims of the club are simple; to provide an introduction to hockey, have lots of fun and give praise and encouragement.  The club is very inclusive as some players have ADHD, down syndrome etc.  Martin then showed 2 very positive quotes about the club from the parents.  The club uses Scottish Hockey Union (SHU) ‘Core Skills for Hockey’ programme for players to achieve their goals.   There are 7 skills areas in 4 levels.  The club also has weekly sportsmanship medals and awards, a monthly primary age trophy, family fun sessions and an Annual Awards event.  The club works closely with the SHU, Highland Hockey Club, Active School Co-ordinators, PE Teachers, IASC and CH.  Plus other hockey clubs in Highland and in Perth.  They have a variety of coaches trained at different levels from Leaders to Level 2 coaches.  Their players are able to achieve excellence as there is a great pathway from their club to the Highland Hockey Club to the Scotland Team.  Hockey teams take part in mixed competitions up to under 14 age group and there are many informal mix teams in the area from youth to adults.  Martin ended his presentation by answering a few questions.  Alan thanked Martin for the informative showcase.
Highland Budokan Judo Club expressed an interest to do the next Club Showcase.

6. Sports Development / Active Schools Update
Susanne Standish-White from the Inverness High School Primary Cluster gave her update.  She was pleased to announce that the funding for the ASC posts has now been extended by one year until 2015.  The Millburn Cluster is vacant again and will not be advertised externally, an internal decision will be made.  Dagmar Borrowman is returning to the Charleston Cluster in February, Laura Young has done a fantastic job whilst covering for Dagmar.  Currently there is a ‘Jump To It’ programme taking place which allows children to take part in Basketball as well as learning about anti smoking and healthy living.  10 schools receive coaching sessions then come together for a tournament which will ultimately lead to a final in Kelvin Hall in Glasgow.  The Highland Bears have been doing a lot of after school Basketball coaching at Inverness High School, unfortunately Inverness High School are down a janitor which means their after school lets are severely reduced.  The basketball sessions have been moved to another school which has reduced attendance.  Tennis is very popular at the moment; Mike Martin from Inverness Tennis & Squash Club has been doing sessions within lots of Primary Schools.  Some Teachers have also attended a Primary Teachers Tennis course which gives them the skills to deliver Tennis within their school and they also receive a bag of tennis equipment to use. There is a huge variety of other activities and events taking place over the coming months; badminton tournaments, Disability Decathlon at Inverness Leisure, Rugby sessions from Highland Rugby Football Club, First Club Golf sessions leading to a Primary School Golf Cup in June and the MacRobert Cup in March (cross country).  Clachnacuddin Football Club have just achieved Quality Mark status – quite a feat.  Finally a P7 transition week is planned along with the summer programme which will be centralised play schemes, full days of different activities.
