5.  Club Showcase – Highland Budokan Judo Club (HBJC)

Keir Smith, the club’s chairman, led the presentation.  Judo was founded in 1882 as a refinement of Jujitsu, it was introduced to the UK in 1849 but wasn’t very popular until the 1920s.  It has however been an Olympic sport since 1964.  HBJC was established in 1993, following on from Inverness Judo Club.  The club became a charity in 2009 with the aim to access grants, they have also been a member of IASC since 1993 (also members of Ross & Cromarty Sports Council).  They have 205 U16 members and 35 senior members with classes in Nairn, Dingwall, Inverness, Farr and Culloden.  The clubs objectives are to promote judo in the Highlands, strive to keep it inexpensive, allow athletes to reach their potential, build confidence, improve athletes’ mental and physical health and attend competitions.  In 2010 the club’s athletes won 135 medals with 12 U16 members regularly taking part in UK competitions.  So far in 2011, 61 medals have been won in 11 tournaments.  The club also attends tournaments in the UK and Europe.  The club hold lots of their own events: club gradings, club tournaments, training camps (Easter & Summer - £42 a week), End of Year Awards and the Highland Budokan Open (which started in 2010).  They purchased a 9-seater minibus this year which is available for other clubs to hire, further details on their website www.highlandbudokan.com/.  They have lots of media interaction including their website, facebook, newsletters and also have a YouTube channel.  Alan thanked Keir for his interesting presentation.

Kevin Thomson, line manager of the Active Schools in Inverness, Badenoch & Strathspey, Nairn and Lochaber, gave an update.  This year’s summer programme has been very successful with weeklong activities.  Community, Learning and Leisure staff are moving to a Leisure Trust, High Life Highland, on 1st October 2011.
