5. Club Showcase – Highland Rugby Football Club
Alan Falconer, Development Officer for the club, gave an interesting the presentation.  First of all, Alan showed a short video on the aspects of the club from community rugby to minis, juniors and seniors. · Minibus – Discussion and vote to keep or sell
After a discussion at the last meeting, an email was sent out to ask for any anticipated hires in the next couple of months.  There wasn’t a huge amount of responses.  To re-cap; £6K (approx) has been spent on the minibus and a total of £1,700 taken in with 19 hires in 10 months.  The minibus insurance is due for renewal tomorrow so unless we decide to keep the bus this will be cancelled.  The Finance committee have discussed the minibus and recommend that it is sold on.  The chairman asked for one vote per club to sell the minibus; 19 were in favour and zero were against.  This means there was a unanimous decision to sell the bus; it will therefore be advertised soon (full specification) and bids will be invited.  ACTION: ALAN
9.  SALSC Conference – Update & Feedback
Ashley Woodhouse and Jane Pottie attended the conference in Perth, 26th & 27th March 2011.  The conference ran from Friday evening to Sunday afternoon.  All Scottish Local Sports Councils were invited.  The Saturday consisted of workshops and talks and the Sunday was about the future of SALSC and the AGM.  There were talks from the 4 political parties on their thoughts on sport if they were elected.  The question was posed about the cost of facilities; they said it was a Local Authority (LA) issue however they would support the LA if elected.  SALSC also may be in a position to help.

They were both able to attend 3 out of the 4 workshop options.  Ashley attended a workshop which highlighted the ‘Cash for Clubs’ initiative and also discussed facilities.  Schools and school estates need to be better used and available for hire.  They also covered Community Sports Clubs (similar to Community Sports Hubs) – allowing clubs to share resources, committee members and equipment etc.  Jane spoke about the funding workshop she attended.  There was a representative from Sports Match who took them through a funding application and how they assessed it.  The hints Jane took from this were: 1. Don’t bend the objectives to please the funders; 2. Find the right funder to suit your project and 3. Go to the ‘Help for Clubs’ website to complete the project planning action sheet.  Ashley spoke about the ‘Involving Young People’ workshop where a 17 year old girl spoke about her role as Young Ambassador.  This made everyone think about how they can involve the young people in their club – junior captains and giving them more responsibility.  The ‘International Opportunities’ workshop where they discussed the current Badminton scholarship to Denmark (this has been emailed around the clubs).  Calum Woodhouse also gave a presentation about his Ollerup scholarship.  Ashley spoke about an opportunity for a Sports Council (or a collection of) to do an exchange in Denmark.  Ashley asked if any of the IASC clubs would be interested and some put their hands up but would like more info.  Ashley prompted the clubs to ask questions to make the conference more worthwhile – share notes!  Finally Ashley and Jane thanked IASC for funding their places to attend.
10.  Sport Relief Response

An email was sent out asking the clubs for their commitment to help with this event next March, 10 responses were received.  Comic Relief have been in touch to see if we want to go ahead – it was a tentative yes.  Comic Relief to clarify some points about the organisation of the event – based on feedback from last year’s event.
