Myles Bonnar gave an interesting presentation on Lacrosse, which started in the 17th century by the Native Americans in Canada.  It was invented to settled disputes between tribes, instead of going to war!  Lacrosse means ‘little war’.  It is funded by Nike and was mainly played within the reservations.  The field size is similar to an American Football pitch.  The goals are 6ft x 5ft, the sticks have an aluminium or titanium shaft and you string your own pocket on the end.  Games last for 15 minutes per quarter in America and 20 minutes per quarter in Europe.  The protective equipment that should be worn is shoulder pads, arm pads, helmet and gloves.  Goal keepers have different protecting clothing – chest protection and throat protection plus much bigger sticks.  The shot speed record is 111mph with semi-pros throwing the ball at 80-90mph!  Lacrosse is the fastest growing sport in Canada and the USA.  Women’s lacrosse is very popular too.  Myles started playing Lacrosse in 2006 when he was recruited at University; he played in the British Nations tournament then in 2010 was selected to play for Scotland.  Lacrosse has been played in Scotland since 1988.  He thanked IASC for their recent support allowing him to travel with the Scottish team and compete.
