A lovely thank you letter and pictures has been received from Callum White (Inverness Orienteering Club), any other clubs/athletes who wish to do something similar would be very welcome.  A few of our clubs have taken part in the SALSC Bowling and Curling competitions this year; unfortunately we did not have any national success.  The clubs were thanked for taking part and helping with the organisation of the local playoffs.  The SALSC Conference went ahead in March 2011 with 2 people representing IASC, Jane Pottie and Ashley Woodhouse.  They attended some interesting workshops with feedback provided at the March meeting.  The main highlights: SALSC are reviewing their competitions and deciding if they will continue them or organise something else which will help the clubs e.g. training and workshops.  There has been no progress on the SALSC regional structure.  Denis Bell continues to represent IASC on the Inverness Leisure Board and has done for the last 3 years, thank you.  Oana Stan is our representative on the Inverness Leisure User Group (please pass any feedback to her for the centre), thanks were passed to her.  The Sport Relief Mile event actually raised over £7K, the 2012 event will take place 25th March.  The minibus was bought and up and running in June 2010; unfortunately not enough hires were booked so it had to be sold in April 2011.  Inverness High School were the successful bidders.  The 2010 Annual Awards were a tremendous event (thanks to Janet) with lots of nominations, a lovely dinner and an interesting speaker.  A big ‘thank you’ to the Inverness Courier who support the event and also to Highland Disability Sport who join up with us to present their own awards.   Due to the 20% funding cut by the Highland Council, this year the grants will be limited to £600 – thank you to the clubs for their ongoing support.   Alan also thanked Liz Barron at Inverness College for providing the venue, The Highland Council for their grants and guidance, Kevin Thomson and his team of Active School Co-ordinators for their programme updates, Chairs of the sub committees (Awards, SALSC & General Development), Vice Chairs Janet and Bet, Liz for all her Treasurer duties, Elissa for the secretarial role and to the member clubs for attending meetings, running events and supporting the Executive Committee.
