Non -fiction masterclass: Guardian restaurant 

critic Jay Rayner speaks to Kingsdale students  

On Friday 17 January 2020, Kingsdale 

Year 11 students were lucky enough to 

attend a writing masterclass by 

Guardian restaurant critic Jay Rayner. 

Well known to many students thanks 

to his journalism and his appearances 

on Celebrity Masterchef, Mr Raynerõs 

talk was witty, engaging, and frequently 

highly informative.  
 

After starting with a brief overview of  

his own career in writing, starting with the Leeds University 

student newspaper in 1988 and moving from there to a variety 

of jobs including foreign correspondence and a stint at  Cosmo,  

Mr Rayner took a moment to reflect on the difficulty of the GCSE 

writing task. To put something together in 45 minutes, on a 

subject you may know nothing about, is ôextremely difficultõ he 

said. His key piece of advice was to remind students that 

fundamentally òno one has to read a word youõve said: that 

writing is about grabbing a readerõs interest from the first 

sentence, so that they read the second sentence, so that they 

read the second paragraph, so that they turn the page.ó 

The talk was structured around ôten restaurants, ten storiesõ, 

each one presenting the students with a ôway inõ to a piece of 

writing. He encouraged students to write their reviews ôas a 

piece of two halvesõ with a turn part-way through, or to focus 

on ôone glorious dishõ. He explored the difficulty of writing 

positively without relying on ôgoodõ or ôniceõ ð a ôcolour dropõ, for 

instance ð and the perils of being provocative and speaking the 

truth. Asked for how to break through writerõs block and clich®s, 

he gave examples of reviews that started from a point of 

happenstance (a train journey, perhaps), or reviews that focused 

on a wider talking point like gentry -fication. ôFind a hingeõ, he 

said, and ôdonõt be afraid of saying the obvious. Look for a story.õ  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Mr Rayner graciously (and humorously) responded to a range 

of Kingsdale questions. Who inspired you to become a 

journalist? (òMy mother ð I originally wanted to be an actor.ó) 

What would you eat on death row? (òI wrote a book on this!ó) 

Whatõs the best structure? (òThereõs no formula, but a circular 

structure is ôneatõ and ôelegantó.) The students enjoyed his 

answers to some slightly more curveball questions. It turns out 

that restaurant critics enjoy Nandoõs as much as the rest of us! 

The afternoon ended with a spontaneous standing ovation. 

Kingsdale is enormously grateful for Jay Raynerõs time and 

insights, and we hope students found the event helpful for their 

upcoming exam.
