Note: 
● The speed limit outside of the reserve in rural areas is 60/80km per hour. These roads 

also experience heavy traffic at times (trucks and taxis). 
● As you enter the Sabi Sand Game Reserve you are in a wilderness area where game 

roams freely. The speed limit inside the reserve is 40km per hour.  
● Always remain in your car. 
● Guest must call the lodge directly when departing for their self-drive as well as share 

their contact details with the lodge. If they are delayed on route, they must call the 
lodge to inform them. 

 
Gate Times Sabi Sand Game Reserve: 

● 05h00 – 22h00 
 
Entrance Fees: (valid from 1 January 2021 – 31 December 2021; subject to change) 

● R 310.00 per vehicle and R 140.00 per person (light motor vehicle) 
● R 540.00 per vehicle and R 140.00 per person (heavy motor vehicle) 

 
DIRECTIONS 

 
1. From Johannesburg to Newington Gate (via Nelspruit) 

● Take the N12/N4 from Johannesburg to Nelspruit. 
● From Nelspruit follow the directions below. 

 
2. From Nelspruit / Kruger Mpumalanga International Airport (KMIA) to Newington Gate 

● Take the R40 from Nelspruit/KMIA to White River. 
● Continue on this road towards Hazyview. 
● As you approach Hazyview continue on the R40, turning left in direction Hazyview / 

Phalaborwa. 
● In Hazyview turn right following the sign towards Kruger Park / Paul Kruger Gate (R536). 
● From here follow the directions below. 

 
3. From Hazyview to Newington Gate 

● Once you have entered Hazyview, turn right onto the R536 at the traffic light and head 
eastwards towards Paul Kruger Gate. 

● Travel for 33km along the Paul Kruger Gate Road and then turn left following the sign to 
Newington Gate / Sabi Sand Wildtuin (Game Reserve). There is a sign board listing all 
the private lodges within the Sabi Sand at this junction. The sign is opposite the main 
entrance to Elephant Point Lodge. On the GPS, the road is called Newington gate road.  

● Travel for approximately 9 km (you will pass a school on your left) until you get to a 
four-way intersection. You will see a few roadside stalls and a small taxi waiting area. 
Turn right at the intersection following the sign to Newington Gate.  



 

 
 
 

● Follow the dirt road for approximately 1.5 kms where the road makes a sweeping turn 
to the left, continue following the road towards the village of Justicia. Travel slowly.  

● Travel for 800m along this road over a low level watercourse before turning left 
following the sign to Newington Gate / Sabi Sand Wildtuin. There is a preschool on the 
right hand side at this junction. 

● Travel for a further 1km along this road. Do not turn off at any point but continue until 
you see the entrance gate to the Sabi Sand Game Reserve. You will pass Madilike craft 
market on the left hand side. This road leads you directly to the reserve gate.  

● At the gate you will be required to pay the entrance fee. 
 

4. From Skukuza to Newington Gate 
● Leave the Kruger National Park via Paul Kruger Gate and travel for approx. 7.2km 

towards Hazyview. 
● After 7.2km you will see a sign board on your right hand side listing all the private lodges 

within the Sabi Sand. The sign is opposite the main entrance to Elephant Point Lodge. 
On the GPS, the road is called Newington gate road. Turn right onto this road, opposite 
Elephant point. 

● Travel for approximately 9 km (you will pass a school on your left) until you get to a 
four-way intersection. You will see a few roadside stalls and a small taxi waiting area. 
Turn right at the intersection following the sign to Newington Gate.   

● Follow the dirt road for approximately 1.5 kms where the road makes a sweeping turn 
to the left, continue following the road towards the village of Justicia. Travel slowly.  

● Travel for 800m along this road over a low level watercourse before turning left 
following the sign to Newington Gate / Sabi Sand Wildtuin. There is a preschool on the 
right hand side at this junction. 

● Travel for a further 1km along this road. Do not turn off at any point but continue until 
you see the entrance gate to the Sabi Sand Game Reserve. You will pass Madilike craft 
market on the left hand side. This road leads you directly to the reserve gate.  

● At the gate you will be required to pay the entrance fee. 
 
5. From Newington Gate to Singita Sabi Sand 
You are now traveling through the Sabi Sand Game Reserve. This is a wilderness area where 
game roams freely. Remain in your car at all times. A maximum speed limit of 40km/hr applies 
without exception.  

● Once you are inside the reserve, head straight, you will be heading north. The reserve 
fence will be immediately to the left for about 400ms. 

● For Singita Castleton follow the sign to Singita Castleton, this turnoff is approximately 
1.2kms from the gate. 

● For Singita Ebony & Boulders drive past the turn-off to Singita Castleton and stay on this 
road until you see a plated Singita sign. It is approximately 6kms from the gate. Turn 
right following the sign.  



 

 
 
 

● After approx. 2.5km you will reach a boom gate. A security guard will sign you in. The 
airstrip will be on your right. 

● Follow the signs to either Singita Ebony or Boulders.  
 

6. From Singita Sabi Sand to Singita Kruger National Park (via Paul Kruger Gate) 
● Leave the Sabi Sands via Newington gate and head back to the R536.  
● Once at the junction of the R536 and the Newington Gate Rd (opposite Elephant Point 

Lodge), turn left towards Paul Kruger gate. You will arrive at the gate after 7.2km.  
● At Paul Kruger Gate report to the office. No gate fees will be charged provided you 

present your Singita Kruger National Park reservation confirmation document. 
● You are now traveling through the Kruger National Park. Please adhere to the Park’s 

Rules and Regulations. The speed limit on tarred roads is 50km/h, 40km/h on gravel 
roads. 

● From Paul Kruger Gate travel along the H11 for 14 km. 
● At the four-way stop continue straight until you reach a T-junction. 
● At the T-junction turn left onto the H4-1 and travel for a short distance until you reach 

another four-way stop. 
● Turn right onto the H1-2 and proceed in the direction of Tshokwane / Satara. 
● After travelling for approx. 84 km, you will reach the turn-off to the H6. 
● Turn right and follow the road to the N’wanetsi Picnic Spot. 
● After approx. 19 km you will reach a T-junction, with a Singita sign post 
● Turn left onto the gravel road and continue to the lodge. At the entrance to Singita 

Kruger National Park announce yourself at the intercom and follow the signs to the 
lodge.
