The government has cancelled exams this summer and I Know you will be concerned and anxious 
as to how grades and marks will be awarded.  
 
Currently we have very limited information on this from the Government, other than we will be 
moving to a system of Teacher Assessed Grades. I wanted to reassure you that we will be working 
very hard to ensure that learners receive the grades they deserve and that a robust process will be 
put in place to ensure there is a fair and consistent approach to this.
