1.1. INTRODUCTION  

 

Rally Poland, the second oldest rally  in the world and the most prestigious motorsport event in Poland  

will celebrate it s 76th Anniversary in 2019 . Rally Poland is organized by Polish Automobile and 

Motorcycle Federation ( PZM) in cooperation with  Polish Automobile Club.  

 

We have prepared 15 special stages on gravel roads.  Most  of them  are known from 2018  edition of Rally 

Poland however, some of them  (or their parts) will be new to everyone . Rally fans will also enjoy the 

best iwn{jw´x duels at the  Mikolajki Arena stage . These spectacular stages will be run  three  times. The 

Rally HQ will be placed in a popular tourist resort  Mtyjq LtĢĴbiewski in  Mik olajki. Service Park will be 

located on a hard ļeveled ground  in the vicinity of  Mtyjq LtĢĴbiewski  situated in very heart of the Land 

of Great Lakes, surrounded by wonderful tourist trials . 

 

1.2. HISTORY 

 

The first edition of Polish classic was held in 1921. All competito rs tackled the loop from Warsaw through  

Bialowiez a and back to Warsaw. Tadeusz  Heyne (Dodge ) was the fastest among the six drivers  and 

went down to the history of the event. In the twent ies and thirties of the XX  century  there were twelve 

editions of the event. Rally Poland  was stopped by the II World War and returned  in 1947 . Since 1960 

the history of Rally Poland as a round of the FIA European Rally Championship  has begun and such 

famous names like Rauno  Aaltonen, Tony Fall, Timo  Makinen, Jean -Claude Andruet,  Walter  Rohrl, Bernard 

Darniche, Antonio Zanini or Sobieslaw  Zasada  can find on the entry and the winners lists. In 1973, right 

after the launch of the FIA World Ra lly Championship , the event was once adopted for the series and 

won by Achim  Warmbold co -driven by Jean Todt.  Rally Poland was organized on tar mac stages in 

various parts of the cou ntry: in Cracow, Wroclaw  and Kl odzko.  Since 2005 the he adquarters of the 

event is located in Mikolajki , north -east  part  of Poland. Spectac ular gravel roads winding along Mazurian 

forests and lakes substituted the tarmac stages.  

 

In 2014 , for the first time in history,  Rally Poland was organized not only i n Poland. F our  special stages 

were scheduled to take place in neighbouring Lithuania. Sébastien  Ogier and Julien Ingrassia racked up 

their fifth victory of the season when they won 71st Rally Poland on its return to the series for the first 

time since 2009. The French duo  has  diced for honours throughout the event with Polo R WRC team -

mates Andreas M ikkelsen and Ola Floene . Behind Mikkelsen, Thierry Neuville and Nicolas Gilsoul picked 

up the final podium position, their se cond of the season with the Hyundai i20 WRC.  

 

In 2015  Sébastien Ogier and Julien Ingrassia claimed their triumph in 72nd Rally Pola nd holding off Polo 

R WRC team -mates Andreas Mikkelsen and Ola Floene after a thrilling battle to the finish of the rally.  A 

stunning performance from the Ford Fiesta RS WRC crew of Ott Tanak and Raigo Molder rewarded 

them with their first podium of the se ason. Tanak has driven the rally of his life, winning a number of 

stages as well as leading on Friday. Going into the final Power Stage he and Latvala were neck and 

neck but second fastest time, coupled with an off for Latvala, secured the Estonian the sec ond podium 

utxnynts tk mnx \WH hfwjjw fsi Rtqijw´x knwxy-ever WRC podium. While Latvala managed to reach the 

end of the stage, a damaged radiator halted his progress on the road section back to service and 

ultimately the Finn incurred penalties for latenes s, dropping him to fifth. Hayden Paddon therefore climbed 

to an unexpected fourth in the lead Hyundai i20 WRC and team -mate Thierry Neuville finished sixth 

behind Latvala. The Belgian was also lucky to reach the finish, having rolled in the first stage. Kr is Meeke 
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climbed to seventh, benefitting when Robert Kubica was slowed with a diff and handbrake problem in 

the opening stage and then a puncture in the Power Stage . 

 

In 2016  Andreas Mikkelsen snatched victory in one of the most dramatic finishes to a round of the FIA 

World Rally Championship, when he and fellow Norwegian Anders Jaeger won PZM 73rd Rally Poland 

on Sunday. The Volkswagen Polo R WRC driver confirmed his second e ver WRC win and a first for co -

driver Jaeger with the fifth quickest time on the final Power Stage. But the damage had been done on 

the previous special when long -time leader Ott Tänak of the DMACK World Rally Team sustained a 

puncture, lost over 40 second s and slipped to second overall. The flat tyre deprived the heartbroken 

Estonian of a maiden WRC win and Ford and M -Sport of taking their first victory on a round of the 

hmfruntsxmnu xnshj ymj 7567 \fqjx Wfqq~ LG3 M~zsifn´x Mf~ijs Ufiits xyf~ji tzy tk ywtzble over 

Xzsif~´x ktzw ywjfhmjwtzx xyfljx yt xjfq ymj knsfq uqfhj ts ymj utinzr ktw ymj Ptwjfs rfszkfhyzwjw3 

Belgian Thierry Neuville was a mere 0.8 seconds behind in fourth in a second i20 WRC. Jari -Mati Latvala 

held off a fierce charge from World Champio n and team -mate Sébastien Ogier to confirm fourth place, 

fqymtzlm ymj ywjfhmjwtzx knsfq rtwsnsl´x wtfi honditions surprised even Ogier  who missed out on a 

podium finish for the first time this year.   

WRC 2 category developed into a three -horse race over th e closing four stages between the Finnish duo 

of Esapekka Lappi and Teemu Suninen and Welshman Elfyn Evans. The latter managed to slither into 

second with the quickest time on the muddy opening stage, but Lappi maintained his composure until a 

flat tyre de stroyed his dream of taking a second successive Polish WRC 2 win in SS20 and gifted the

In 2017  Thierry Neuville and Nicolas Gilsoul racked up their victory in P oland after a neck and neck fight 

which ultimately forced Ott Tänak into an unlucky mistake as he pushed to the maximum for the win. 

The Estonian powered into the lead in a final day opener but then hit a tree in the following stage. While 

he was able to c omplete the stage, he was then forced out with too much damage; the second consecutive

Sebastian Marshall moved up to second to give Hyundai a one -two, with Séb astien Ogier and Julien 

Ingrassia claiming the final podium position for M -Sport. Ogier was hanging back for a push and 

maximum points in the Power Stage but he ended up in a field in the penultimate stage when the car 

snapped out at the rear. Four points in the Power Stage were a welcome addition to his tally however.  

Behind the leading trio, Dani Sordo had a near miss with a tree final day morning and then a puncture 

ymnx fkyjwstts1 gzy ktzwym ktw ymj Xufsnfwi fqtslxnij M~zsifn´x tsj-two was a great resul t for the team. 

Stéphane Lefebvre had a tricky morning, off the road in the first stage and then he clipped a fence in the 

second, distracted by a tool kit that worked loose and ended up under the brake pedal. Nevertheless he 

managed to move into fifth in the Power Stage, benefitting when Teemu Suninen had a near off. While a 

fine result for the Finn in his first outing in a 2017 World Rally Car, he was disappointed to have made 

a mistake in the final stage of the rally. Mads Østberg claimed seventh and Elf yn Evans eighth.Ole 

Christian Veiby won the FIA WRC 2 Championship, the Norwegian claiming his first victory in the 

category after leading for all but the first stage. He beat Pontus Tidemand by 32.9 seconds and moves 

into second in the Championship. Nil S olans took his third consecutive victory in the FIA Junior WRC 

Championship.  

 

In 2018  Rally Poland returned back to European Rally Championship and Nikolay Gryazin has secured  

his victory on PZM Rally Poland, surviving a late charge from Hyundai developme nt driver Jari Huttunen. 

Running on worn tyres, ERC Junior Under 28 star Gryazin lost time throughout a final day afternoon 

gzy xynqq rfsflji yt gjfy Mzyyzsjs1 |mt ymwj| hfzynts yt ymj |ns ts ymj wfqq~´x knsfq xyflj1 Gfwfst|t3 

Huttunen brought his battle -scarred Hyundai i20 home with a rear puncture, broken bumper and spoiler 

in a last -ditch attempt to overhaul Gryazin for overall victory. Despite winning Baranowo by 4.6s, it 
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was not enough for Huttunen, Gryazin hanging on for victory by only 8.3s. Huttunen  had incurred a 10 

second penalty for checking in one minute late to SS14, which transpired to be pivotal in settling the lead 

gfyyqj3 Ytpxutwy \WY´x Hmwnx Nslwfr htruqjyjx ymj t{jwfqq utinzr fsi xjhzwji xjhtsi ns JWH Ozsntw 

Z7=1 mtqinsl tkk ­PTIF FZYT Ijzyxhmqfsi iwn{jw Kfgnfs Pwjnr3 Kjqqt| ­PTIF iwn{jw Rnpt Rfwh ~p 

finished fifth, ensuring four of the top five positions were occupied by young stars in R5 cars.  

 

1.3. ROUTE 

 

Fifteen  gravel special stage s, with a total length of  202  km, are waiting for drivers p lanning to take 

part in PZM 76 th  Rally Poland. The route of the 4th round of the 2019 FIA European  Rally Championship, 

wh ich runs amongst picturesque Maz urian lakes and moraine hills, has been  changed compared to last 

year's e dition just to prepare more compact rally and will run for a total distance of 654  km. Some  of 

the special stages are modified or completely new.  

 

Free Practice and Qualifying Stage for Priority Drivers will began on Friday morning, 28th of June. The 

ceremonial start will take place on the same day  afternoon at  the centre of Mikol ajki. At the  evening, 

drivers will face the first c ompetition on the Mikol ajki Arena Super Special Stage.  

Eight  stages, with a total length of almost 113 km, will be held on Saturday, June 29 th . Fore of them will 

be ru n twice. Two times, D rivers will fight a duel on Mik olajki Arena . 

 

On Sunday, June 30 th, drivers will tackle six  special stages with a length of almost 88  kilomet res.  

The finish of the rally, like the ceremonial  start, will be  organized in the charming centre of Mikol ajki.  

 

The rally office will be located, as in previous years, i s ymj Mtyjq LtĢĴbiewski in Mikol ajki, right  next to 

the service park.

5.4.  MAXIMUM SPEED  

 

Maximum speed inside the Service Park is limited by 30 km/h. Failure to comply with this limit shall 

result in a penalty applied by the Clerk of the Course as follows: 25  Euro  per kilometer per hour over 

the speed limit.  

 

5.5.  CATERING WITHIN THE SERVICE PARK  

 

Apart from the provision of a catering service for the drivers and service crew personnel of a team, any 

other form of catering or sale of food and beverages in the service park is prohibited. The only exception 

is where a written agreement has been entere d into between a team and the Organisers. A fine of 1  000  

Euro  will be applied in respect of any infringement of this regulation. The Organiser will provide a catering 

service within the Service Park for all team personnel and spectators.  
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5.6.  SHOWS AND EXHIBIT IONS IN SERVICE AREA  

 

If any team or company would like to organise shows or exhibitions for their guests in service area, they 

must ask the Organiser for permission before Administrative Checks. All shows and exhibitions in service 

area without permission  of the Organiser are strictly forbidden.  

 

5.7. TIDINESS  

 

All crews are obliged to use a liquid -proof tarp under competition cars. Drilling or any other damages to 

the surface of the Service Park have to be avoided. Each Competitor is liable for the damages to the 

Service Zone allocated to them. The crews are responsible for the removal of their waste and sewage. 

After the rally, the Service Park has to be handed over in tidy condition.  Failure to comply with this rule 

will result in a financial penalty applied by the Clerk of the Course.

7.1.2.2. Refuelling procedure

should wear industry homologated PPE for hydrocarbons handling, such as safety glasses, protecti ve 

rubber gloves, safety shoes and anti -static clothing. Engines must be switched off throughout the 

refuelling operation. It is recommended that the crew stay outside the car during refuelling; however, 

should they remain inside, their safety seat belts m ust be unfastened.

12. RECONNAISSANCE  

 

12.1. REGULATIONS AND RESTRICTIONS  

 

Competitors are permitted a maximum of two passages over each special stage during reconnaissance. 

All stages driven more than once in the rally will be considered as one stage for re connaissance purposes.  

 

Under no circumstances may competitors drive in the opposite direction of the rally traffic, except in 

cases described in Recce Road Book, which competitors may drive from the finish to the start of special 

stage using road which is a short part of the stage (in the opposite direction of the rally traffic).  

 

The speed limit on this part of stages during Rec onnaissance is 40km/h.  

 

Competitors may only enter a special stage through the start and exit through the finish.  

 

The special stages will be open to normal traffic, therefore safety and rights of other road users must 

be respected. Competitors are reminde d that vehicles may be travelling in the opposite direction.  

 

Any infringement will be reported to the Stewards.  
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Competitors must fully respect the Polish Traffic Law regulations, including use seatbelts and speed 

limits:  

· 50 km/h in the built -up area (if  the sign does not show otherwise),  

· 90 km/h outside the built -up area (if the sign does not show otherwise).  

 

Maximum speed allowed during Reconnaissance is 80 km/h on special stages, unless a lower speed limit 

is indicated by traffic signs or by written instructions in the Road Book or Bulletin.  

 

All Competitors must note that there will be police controls to prevent speeding or other road 

infringements. Any speeding offence whether recorded by police or officials on a special stage or on a 

road section, will result in a fine as shown in 2019 FIA -RRSR Art. 20.2. The fitting or carrying of radar 

detection equipment during Reconnaissance is forbidden.
