(1) EMPRESS HOTEL (721 Government Street)
Victoria's famous landmark hotel - the Fairmont
Empress Hotel sits majestically at the cornerstone of
Victoria's sparkling Inner Harbour and city centre of
arts, entertainment and cultural attractions.

OLD TOWN (Pandora Avenue at Fan Tan Alley)

north and west feature incredible views of the inner
harbour and opportunities to enjoy Lekwungen art
and learmn about the Lekwungen language and culture.

(1) BASTION SQUARE (Wharf ot Yates Street)
Only a short distance from the inner harbour, you will
discover a great variety of popular attractions: Historic
Bastion Square, whale watching excursions and some
of the best waterfront dining Victoria has to offer.

Rockland Street) One of Victoria's historical landmarks
built in 1896, Christ Church Cathedral is the episcopal
seat of the Bishop of the Diocese of British Columbia.
It is built in the Gothic style of the 13th century to the
design of J.CM. Keith, who won an international
competition in 1896 to obtain this commission.
