- 08:40 - Meet at Nagoya Marriott Associa Hotel, 1st Floor, Tour Bus Boarding Area. 
 
- 08:50 - Departure time 
 
- Head to Ghibli Park (45 min) 
 
- Enter Ghibli Park (Admission time 10:00 - 11:00) 

●​ On your visit, please be sure to bring the voucher provided on the day as well as your 
passport. *Please be careful as entry will not be allowed for those who arrive past the 
specified time and those who forget to bring their voucher and passport. 

●​ After arriving at Ghibli Park, customers can enjoy their time on their own in the park. 
●​ There is a designated entry time for Ghibli's Grand Warehouse.  
●​ Please enjoy the bento box meal inside the park on your own. Depending on road 

conditions, the meal may also be enjoyed while on board. 
 
- 15:15 - Head to Aichi Museum of Flight (45 mins) 
 
- 16:00 - Aichi Museum of Flight ( Mondays & Fridays to Sundays )  
This aircraft-themed museum features exhibits including the YS-11, an aircraft developed by 
Japanese aviation engineer Jiro Horikoshi,  who inspired the model for the main character of 
the Ghibli movie "The Wind Rises."　Enjoy the impressive exhibits including a full-scale 
model of the Zero Fighter created based on detailed plans. 
 
* On days when Aichi Museum of Flight and Seto-Gura Museum is closed, the tour will visit 
the Toyota Automobile Museum (Wednesdays) – This museum features the culture and 
evolution of automobiles from all around the world. About 140 iconic automobiles from 
around the world are exhibited by their respective eras. 
 
* On days when Aichi Museum of Flight and the Toyota Automobile Museum are closed, the 
tour will visit the Seto-Gura Museum (Tuesdays & Thursdays) – Welcome to the world of 
Seto ware, a tradition that has continued to live on for a thousand years. Measuring 1,800 
sqm, this expansive pottery museum allows visitors to fully experience Seto's pottery culture. 
It houses a reproduction of Seto, a vibrant 20th century town of pottery, on the 2nd floor; and 
a collection of pottery ware from the ancient times to the modern age on the 3rd floor.

- 18:00 - Tour ends upon Arrival at Nagoya Station
