We currently deliver GCSE Business Studies and A-level Economics, both using the International Cambridge
specification and we are currently in our second year delivering the Pearson BTEC Internationallevel 3 Business
course with the firstresults in 2026. We currently have two GCSE Business sets per yearin Years 10and 11 and one

A-level Economics setinyear 12 with a strong demand for September 2026.

All students have the opportunity to study Business Studies at GCSE; there are mixed-ability groups in each GCSE

year, following the International Cambridge Business specification.

At A Level, students can transition to studying International Cambridge Economics.
