Year 12 Economic Enrichment tasks no 5: 
Economics Correspondent: The state of the UK economy in 2025
For this Enrichment task, you need to combine your economic knowledge, some research, and your imagination! You will take the role of an Economics Correspondent for a major newspaper, radio or TV channel, in 2025. You have been asked to produce a report reflecting on the current state of the UK economy, in the wake of the responses to the coronavirus crisis five years earlier in 2020. 
In the report you will make some comparisons with other economies, how they responded to the crisis, and how their economies have changed – and should consider the unintended consequences of the policies that have been implemented. Your report can either be written, or you might prefer to record it as if it was a piece for radio or TV. 
You should start by examining the economic policy responses to date in the UK, and also in other economies – you could choose the US, one or two countries in the Eurozone, Brazil, and one other developing country in Asia or Africa. Your report should have three sections which consider the effects on the three major ‘economic actors’ consumers, businesses and the government. You can choose the areas that you want to focus on – it would be a good idea to select one or two major industries, and also some small businesses, as well as to consider the economic impact on households and individuals, and on government macroeconomic objectives. 
At the moment there is a constant stream of reports about the economic effect of the crisis on businesses in all sectors of the economy. You should be selective about finding quality sources you can use for this research; here are some suggestions:
