Chief’s challenge
yields responses

Maidstone

THREE seekers knelt at the
mercy seat at the conclusion of
the Good Friday morning
meeting, as guest speaker Chief
of the Staff Commissioner Barry
Swanson challenged people to
respond to the message of the
Cross.

‘We are living in a world of
pain, sorrow, anger and injus-
tice,” the Chief told the congre-
gation of nearly 200, ‘but
Christians have hope. We are
looking forward to Resurrection
Sunday.’

Home League Secretary
Jacqui Hall gave a relevant and
challenging testimony as she
spoke about suffering a cardiac
arrest and having to undergo
open-heart surgery last year.
“The Lord gave me a miraculous
healing,” she averred.

Focusing on the central
symbol of Good Friday, the band
played ‘The Challenge Of The
Cross’ and the songsters sang
‘Wondrous Cross’.

Before the meeting, there was
a Churches Together march of
witness through the town and an
open-air meeting led by the Rev
Clifford Newman (Maidstone
Methodist Circuit). The Chief
(pictured below) spoke about
how the cross has universal
significance.

World President of Women’s
Ministries Commissioner Sue
Swanson was the guest at
the Saturday morning women’s
prayer breakfast, where 50 people
enjoyed her ministry. The
commissioner invited them to
‘come and see’ Jesus for them-
selves and then go and tell
others.

The commissioners were
supported  throughout  the
weekend by Divisional Director
of Women’s Ministries Lieut-
Colonel Gillian Cotterill and
corps officers Majors Grayson
and Janice Williams.

The hall was full for the Satur-
day evening meeting, which
commenced with the band
playing the march ‘Stars And
Stripes’ as Commissioners Barry
and Sue Swanson entered.

The Square Mile Gospel
Choir, made up of corps
members and people from the
community, sang two numbers.
The Square Mile Covenant is an

initiative the corps has under-
taken to touch the lives of every-
one within the immediate area
surrounding the corps building
over the next four to five years.
‘If 10 per cent of those people
came we would have to build
three new corps,” said Corps
Organising  Secretary Keith
Thomas in his introduction. ‘If
we don’t reach out we’ll never
extend the Kingdom.” The
choir’s song ‘Prayer For The
Town’ echoed these sentiments.
In her testimony, Commis-
sioner Sue Swanson told how
she came to faith in Christ, after
which the band played ‘Jesus
Folk’ and Sittingbourne’s Reve-
lation Worship Group took part.
The Chief then spoke about
Joseph of Arimathea and
Nicodemus, who had been
‘secret disciples’. Referring to
the Square Mile Covenant, he
noted: ‘This will not be achieved
through secret discipleship. It
will happen when men and
women stand up for Jesus.’
After a sunrise service, the
Easter morning meeting

commenced with the songsters
presenting ‘Alleluia!” and the
congregation singing ‘Christ The
Lord Is Risen Today’, before
Colonel Martha  Pressland
prayed. The singing company
brought a message, after which
Major  Grayson  Williams
enrolled Anneleise Brice as a
soldier and welcomed Dorothy
Graves as an adherent member.
They both knelt at the mercy seat
before the major presented them
to the corps family, who cheered
and applauded the new members.

The songsters sang ‘He Had To
Hold To Calvary’, with Nathan
Cripps as soloist, and Andrea
Ashman offered a worship dance
to the song ‘To Thy Cross I
Come, Lord’. Commissioner
Barry Swanson then spoke about
the ‘wonderful moment’ when,
after his resurrection, Jesus
called Mary’s name. ‘That’s
when Easter happens for us —
when we hear our name,” the
Chief said. After his invitation
for people to kneel at the mercy
seat there were a number of

The meeting concluded with
the band playing the ‘Hallelujah’
chorus.

There was a well-attended
open-air meeting in Mote Park in
the afternoon and the weekend
then culminated with evening
worship, which took the theme
YES! Major Raelton Gibbs
(IHQ) prayed before the song-
sters brought a powerful presen-
tation of ‘I Know A Fount’,
accompanied by readings and
multimedia images.

In a humorous segment, Com-
missioner Swanson brought out
her ukulele and, along with
members of the band, sang the
chorus ‘Father, We Love You’
(pictured), before new soldier
Anneleise Brice gave her testi-
mony. ‘The Lord has been
nudging me towards soldiership
for some time,” she said. Picking
up on the Chief of the Staft’s
theme from the morning
meeting, she added, ‘I don’t
want to be a secret disciple. 1
know God has work for me here
and I can be more effective
wearing this uniform.’

The band then played ‘Introit
On Easter Hymn’ and a choral
group sang ‘The Empty Tomb’
before = Commissioner  Sue
Swanson spoke about the crimi-
nals who were crucified with
Jesus: one who said ‘No’ to
Jesus, the other who said ‘Yes’.

‘The cross forever stands
between these two answers,” the
commissioner concluded.

Corporate and
public support
help Army take
next steps in
earthquake
response

New Zealand

THE Salvation Army is taking
the next steps in its reaction to
the Christchurch earthquake,
having concluded the concen-
trated visitation programme that
formed a major part of its initial
response. The focus now is on
helping people become more

independent and  meeting
medium and long-term needs in
the city.

Unemployment is rising and
likely to increase once govern-
ment support for local businesses
ends at the end of May. The
Salvation Army recognises that
its recovery work needs to be
long-term and sustainable.

Divisional Commander Major
Clive Nicolson (Southern) says
that, while residents needing
material and emotional support
will continue to receive help
from the Army, those who are
able will be encouraged to take
responsibility for their own day-
to-day needs.

Major Daryl Crowden is an
Australian International Emer-
gency Services officer working
alongside Major Nicolson. He
says a significant number of resi-

dents are still ‘hunkered down’,
rarely leaving their homes. He
points out that apart from
making people more self-reliant,
encouraging them to take greater
responsibility for themselves is
beneficial to their mental health.
‘We are trying to get them to see
beyond their four walls and put
their situation in context,” says
Major Crowden (above).

Some residents are exhibiting
significant degrees of frustration
and anger as they await answers
about the future of their proper-
ties. Major Crowden says that,
while these emotions are an
expected part of the recovery
process, Salvation Army workers
are often the ones faced with the
difficult task of providing
emotional support and helping
people put their bureaucratic
problems into context.

The number of psychosocial
workers providing emotional and

practical support to quake-
affected residents in the city has
reduced from around 100 to 25.

For the first time The Salva-
tion Army has permission to
send a team of eight psychoso-
cial workers into the orange zone
of the central business district to
check on residents allowed to
move back into their homes. The
orange zone has been off limits
since the quake and it will be
the first time that many of these
residents have received com-
prehensive support.

Demand on Salvation Army
Community Ministries is gradu-
ally diminishing, with food
parcel distribution down to
around 200 a day, compared to
800 in the days following the
quake. Salvation Army Emer-
gency Services were serving up
to 970 meals a day but are now
feeding only those engaged in
the Army’s earthquake response.
Most of the content of food
parcels is provided directly by
corporate donations.

Salvation Army Public Rela-
tions Secretary Major Robbie
Ross says companies looking to
support the Army’s work in
Christchurch continue to make
contact. Some are also showing
interest in supporting The Salva-
tion Army’s wider community
work.

The New Zealand Food and
Grocery Council has canvassed
its members on behalf of The
Salvation Army with astounding
results, says Major Ross.
Kellogg’s, for instance, has been
providing weekly shipments of
breakfast cereals since the
February earthquake. In addi-
tion, NZ$160,000-worth of
grocery vouchers has been
purchased from Progressive
Enterprises at discount. The
company is also providing

expertise in organising the
Army’s recently acquired storage
facility.

Where possible the Army is
providing vouchers rather than
food parcels or other items. This
is to stimulate the fragile local
economy. Companies such as
Chevron and Mitre 10 have
donated funds for vouchers.
Some other assistance is coming
through partnership projects,
such as clothing vouchers with
Postie Plus and NZ$500 Care
Cards developed in conjunction
with Westpac Bank.

The Salvation Amy has
distributed more than 1,250 Care
Cards and provided around 300
Care Breaks to individuals and
families to help them get respite
away from Christchurch.

The Army is currently having
three purpose-built shower units
manufactured in China. The
showers will be capable of
providing up to 400 people with
showers each day. With colder
weather and continuing prob-
lems with water and waste-water
infrastructure in Christchurch,
the arrival of the shower units is

expected to be  warmly
welcomed.
A community care van

donated by Westpac Bank and
fitted out as a mobile office is
being used in areas where there
is no Salvation Army presence.
The van goes to neighbourhoods
or other locations where resi-
dents congregate so that Salva-
tion Army personnel can provide
advice and material or psycho-
social support. This service is
followed up with more intensive
help if needed. Two four-wheel-
drive vehicles donated by Isuzu
New Zealand are being used to
ferry food and other items to
residents in areas where the
roads are still severely damaged.

The Army is pleased with the
response to its Earthquake
Appeal and is working with
other major appeals to ensure
that donated monies are targeted
to the areas of greatest need.

Major Nicolson says the
morale of Salvation Army offi-
cers, staff and volunteers
remains high — even among
locals who have damaged or
destroyed properties. ‘In these
difficult times,” he says, ‘I feel
very privileged to be part of an
organisation that cares for people
and endeavours to make a differ-
ence.” —J. H.

God’s word uncovered

Southport

DURING the extended Bank Holiday weekend
some delegates to the Roots Conference 2011
arrived early at the Theatre and Convention
Centre in time to watch the Royal Wedding
which was being screened in the Lakeside
Suite.

The four-day conference followed the theme
Uncovered — Reading Between The Lines and
linked in with the 400th anniversary of the King
James Bible. The weekend provided opportu-
nities to delve deeper into God’s word and time
to listen and respond.

Friday evening worship in the theatre
included inspiring music by Noel Richards and
his worship band and focused on poetry in the
Bible. Major Paul Main (THQ) welcomed
everyone to the conference saying: ‘We are here
to celebrate the best-selling book of all time.’
He also welcomed territorial leaders Commis-
sioners John and Betty Matear, Colonels Brian
and Rosalie Peddle and ICO delegates.

Majors Steve and Mandy White (West Mid-
lands DHQ) led the programme, which included
verses from John 1, brought alive when recited
by performer Abby Guinness. Members of the
Lacey Theatre Company presented a humorous
yet thoughtful sketch — Where Do Bibles Come
From? Poet and broadcaster Liz Babbs spoke
about her experience of poetry using examples
from Scripture and presented one poem in rap
style.

The Saturday morning celebration looked at
the music of Scripture and opened with Noel
Richards leading his own composition ‘Praise
The Lord In All The Earth’.

Abby Guinness and members of the Lacey
Theatre Company sang and spoke a moving
version of Psalm 23 written by the late Rob
Lacey, taken from his book The Word On The
Street. Matt Jacoby from the Australian group
Sons of Korah sang Psalm 137 and spoke about
the psalms as showing people what faith looks
like.

Professional musician Stuart Watson (Kirk-
caldy) used Psalm 98 when he introduced his
message of music and worship from a biblical
perspective. He made reference to musicians
mentioned in Scripture and the creativity of
music. He said that music is a great asset to the
mission-focused church because it brings
people together and creates group identity. It
can also create collaboration between the
Church and the wider community.

On Saturday evening the focus was on the
story told in the Bible. Abby Guinness pre-
sented a humorous, yet thought-provoking
sketch, as the long-suffering wife of Zacchaeus.

Speaker Dr Krish Kandiah (Evangelical
Alliance UK) gave an insight into the work of
Biblefresh — an organisation that works with
churches to encourage the reading of God’s
word by making the Bible more widely avail-
able. The Roots project for the conference
supported the work of Biblefresh in funding the
translation of Scripture for the people of
Burkina Faso. Delegates were also informed
about spreading the word through the Viral

Bible Project. A Bible was passed around at the
conference and delegates were asked to sign it
and mark a significant verse before handing it
on to someone else. The challenge was to see
how many people participated and how far the
Bible travelled.

Krish went on to explore the big story of the
Bible from Creation and the Fall to the way
God worked to restore a broken world through
his love and forgiveness and the cross. He
concluded with verses from Revelation 21
highlighting the brokenness gone and the
beauty restored.

Sunday morning worship led by Major Paul
Main and Major Jenine Main (Upper Norwood)
began with the powerful singing of the tradi-
tional song ‘Holy, Holy, Holy’ and the
reminder through drama that “The joy of the
Lord is your strength’ (Nehemiah 8:10 NIV).
The congregation warmed to the humour of the
Territorial Commander as he introduced his
message. He went on to stress: ‘You matter to
God, you belong to him and he loves you.” In
focusing on the drama of Scripture he asked:
‘What could be more dramatic than the discov-
ery of the empty tomb, the encounter with the
risen Lord, the two disciples with Jesus on the
Emmaus road, or the disciples who received the
Holy Spirit as they met behind locked doors?’
The meeting concluded with the TC inviting
people to make a response to the Lord. Despite
reservations by the centre management con-
cerning health and safety requirements, a
mercy seat had been set up at the front of the
auditorium. The commissioner told the congre-
gation that this had been made available for
reasons of spiritual health and safety. The
mercy seat was used repeatedly as seekers went
forward in response to God’s leading. During
those sacred moments Commissioner Alex
Hughes offered prayer.

At the evening celebration, artist Mark Read
(Nunhead) painted a canvas that had been set
up on the stage. This linked in with the theme
The Canvas Of Scripture. Guest speaker
Bishop Graham Cray (Archbishop’s Missioner
and leader of Fresh Expressions) said that in
any human face you can see the Master’s
handiwork but humankind has marred the
image. In a world packed with imagery the

only image to be trusted is the image of the
invisible God.

The final celebration on Monday provided
God’s word for the journey. Major Judith Payne
(SISTAD) spoke about the Bible as a guide and
the need to meet people where they are on their
journey. Delegates were invited to receive a
copy of Mark’s Gospel to share with someone
they longed to bring to faith.

Once again Roots catered for all ages includ-
ing a creche for the very youngest children and
Kids Roots for children aged between 5 and 11.
Before each session the children waited in eager
anticipation for the programme prepared for
them by the Kids Roots team. As they met on
An Incredible Journey to uncover and discover
God’s word, they learnt that the Bible is a
library which includes romance, poetry, songs
and teaching. They were encouraged to use
their imagination and wonder about creation.
They also recreated the Nativity and learnt that
they were part of God’s continuing story. They
were helped in their quest by three detectives:
Penny, Ricky and Kevin — Kathryn Doncaster
(London South-East DHQ), Richard Prescott
(West Midlands DHQ) and Kevin Avis (North
Scotland DHQ). The three were joined by Sher-
lock Holmes (Keith Turton, THQ). Many of the
children particularly enjoyed the singing led by
Anna Lamplough (Birmingham Citadel) and
the worship band. At the beginning of the
Sunday evening celebration the congregation
listened to the children as they sang and indi-
vidually shared highlights of Kids Roots.

Youth Roots started on Friday evening with
everyone on their knees in surrender to God
and with hands raised in praise. After rock band
[dweeb] led worship, youth delegates were
introduced to hosts Laura and Jon Mitson
(Caris). The programme included guest speaker
Cris Rogers (All Hallows Church, Bow,
London) who shared some amazing stories of
acts of love in his community as he spoke about
the responsibility to bring Heaven to earth.

Saturday started with Bible study focused on
Mark’s Gospel. In the evening Adam Knuckey
(Raynes Park) spoke about prophecy and poetry
and challenged people to think about what God
is saying. On Sunday everyone was invited to
drink pure water symbolising God’s holiness.
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After a Bible study on the parable of the sower,
the delegates created a piece of artwork with
the message ‘God is here’. In the evening Major
Andrea Sawyer (THQ) spoke on the life of
Jesus and eight young people responded to an
invitation to commit their lives to him.

The final day started with prayer and reflec-
tion on God’s work during the weekend, and in
the worship that followed people shared what
God had been doing in their lives. The Bible
study looked at Jesus and the rich man and
explored what it means to submit everything to
God. In the final session, Phil Wall (Raynes
Park) spoke of the need to be a voice not an
echo in the world. He concluded with the chal-
lenge to give away anything that was more
important than God. The after-hours pro-
gramme included comedy magician Steve
Price, the Bristol-based dance crew Release and
[dweeb]. Throughout Youth Roots the Engage
team met with young people who chose to
remain outside the event. The team experienced
God at work as relationships were built.

The Roots programme gave delegates a wide
range of choices and the freedom to move
between different activities. The morning Bible
studies were presented in various ways. These
included an auditory approach led by Commis-
sioner Betty Matear and Major Noel Wright
(THQ) and a visual approach with the use of
multimedia images and illustrations by
Colonels Brian and Rosalie Peddle. Other
groups included a kinaesthetic approach hosted
by Alastair Jones (THQ) with participation by
Liz Babbs, Abby Guinness, Mark Read and
Noel Richards and an exploring faith approach

led by Major John Read and Captain Scott
Linnett (both THQ) who encouraged delegates
to ask questions and discuss God’s word in
small groups.

The Equip seminars each afternoon helped
delegates to dig deeper into the theme so that
they would be better equipped for ministry.
Major Graham Mizon (East Scotland DHQ) led
Walk Thru The Bible which included a walk
through the Pentateuch and a walk between the
Testaments. Abby Guinness and members of
The Lacey Theatre Company demonstrated
how drama can be used effectively in Bible
teaching and delegates participated in a practi-
cal workshop to gain ideas that they could use
within their corps or church. Rob Hare (Bible
Society) led Café Lyfe — a programme designed
to help people with hectic lifestyles and busy
schedules to engage with the Bible. Release
dance group presented a street dance workshop
that provided an opportunity for delegates to
learn some basic and advanced street, pop and
hip-hop dance routines. This was particularly
popular with members of Youth and Kids
Roots. Godly Play led by Andrea Harrison and
Shelley Drake (both THQ) catered for family
groups who listened to a Godly Play story and
then interpreted the story in creative ways
through crafts and play.

In addition to all of these workshops, dele-
gates could also visit the Christ Church site and
listen to seminars by two of the guest speakers.
Krish Kandiah, who spoke on Route 66: Inspir-
ing The Church To Love And Live The Whole
Bible, and Bishop Graham Cray with Christ
And Consumerism.

Each day concluded with an after-hours
programme that provided entertainment and
relaxation. On Friday evening writer and
speaker Adrian Plass used poetry, humour and
storytelling to share his Christian experience.
Commissioner Betty Matear, who had travelled
to Roots after attending the Royal Wedding at
Westminster Abbey, was a member of the Let’s
Discuss panel hosted by Cathy Le Feuvre
(Staines). On Saturday Abby Guinness used
her book The Word Of The Wives to perform a
series of monologues that centred on the WAGs
of Bible characters. Christian songwriter Noel
Richards and his band led a praise party on
Sunday evening.

Throughout the conference the prayer venue
created a sanctuary for prayer and reflection
where delegates met to pray and to be prayed
for.

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ROOTS FEATURE
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Major Stephen Poxon chats to Dr Krish Kandiah,
one of the keynote speakers at Roots 2011,
where he presented details of Biblefresh and
Route 66 Bible-reading incentives for churches

FIRST encountered Krish Kandiah in

1993, at Birmingham New Street

station, when | was a cadet on

placement at Birmingham Citadel and
he was a delegate with the Feet First
team.

Having been detailed to collect Krish
from the train, | wore full uniform so as to
be recognisable on a busy platform.
Krish teased me about this, and |
marked him down as a bit of a young
upstart!

These years later, | am happy to admit
| was mistaken. My first impressions
were wrong. Krish and | met again when,
as a member of the Oxford University
Theology faculty, he held me spellbound
as he lectured.

Roots 2011 enabled me to catch up
with Krish, where he spoke with grace,
eloguence and passion about the
urgent need to make the Bible relevant
again, against the backdrop of a British
culture that is drifting away from any
knowledge of even the most basic
biblical stories.

Krish is very concerned to see the
Church once again connect with society,
hence the application of his considerable
theological intellect to the challenge! As
he outlined at Roots, he has immersed
himself in projects such as Biblefresh,

Route 66 (based on the 66 books of the
Bible) and Viral Bible. He is at pains to
impress upon the Church the cruciality
of ‘unpacking the giant narrative’ to a
contemporary audience and returning
the gospel to a place of modern
relevance. The theme of Roots,
Uncovered — Reading Between The
Lines, sums up his passion and
echoes the Spiritual Life Commission’s
call to Salvationists to a ‘relevant
proclamation of and close attention to
the word of God’.

I invited Krish to tell me about some of
the influences that have placed him at
the forefront of theological thinking
within his generation. My curiosity was
rewarded with a beautiful description of
how, as a six-year-old boy coming from
a non-churchgoing Hindu/Roman
Catholic background in Brighton, he
had, one Sunday, heard the beat of an
Army drum.

As boys sometimes do, he followed
the beat and the band all the way to
Brighton Congress Hall and developed
an enthusiasm for going to Sunday
school there. He loved it, largely, he
recalls, thanks to the care of the woman
he now realises was probably the
YPSM, but whom he referred to as ‘the
junior guard’.

That caring, welcoming atmosphere
was instrumental in helping him
understand something of the love of
God - ‘it began to make sense’. A year
later, he made his way to the mercy seat,
where his ‘junior guard’ prayed for him,
and he came to a knowledge of Jesus.

From that point on, Krish became
more and more involved in Army life, in
the YP band, in the singing company
and as a corps cadet. However, he kept
his fledgling faith all to himself, exploring
it with the help of friends at Brighton
Congress Hall, but never sharing it
publicly. Quite a contrast to the Krish of
2011, who burns with a longing to see
souls saved and believers made
biblically literate!

This all changed at senior school,
when a Christian friend challenged Krish
with the statement: ‘If you knew the
Jesus | know, you’d never be able to
keep quiet about him!” This made Krish
think carefully about his faith and the fact
that, if it was important to him, it was
important enough to share. He took the
step from mercy seat to mission,
towards education and evangelism. He
had followed the band; now he was
coming to understand more about
following Christ.

University life came next, along with
attendance at his local church —there
was no Army corps within easy reach —
a combination that proved to be a
springboard for a ministry that has taken
him as far away as Albania and has seen
him produce several books and courses,
each resonant with his desire to
encourage Christians to rediscover
missionary zeal.

What an encouragement it is — to
bands playing in open-air meetings, to
children’s workers and to us all - to
know that the Lord has taken hold of the
life of a boy whose grounding in the faith
was coloured yellow, red and blue. Krish
retains a soft spot for the Army, and we
are entitled to be proud of the fact that
his roots were sensitively nurtured within
ourranks. l

Joy Through The Ages

WHAT a wonderful variety of Salvation
Army music is presented on this CD! The
selection could not be more varied. Joy
Through The Ages celebrates 125 years of
the ministry of Boscombe Band, drawing
upon its heritage but also reinforcing the
relevance of its ministry to today’s society.

The listening pleasure provided by this CD is enhanced by a glimpse
into the band’s history provided by way of comprehensive notes.

The CD commences with a fine Army march, Ray Cresswell’s ‘The
Defenders’. This composition will probably be new to many listeners
but is exciting and may well be performed by others following this
release.

The style immediately changes with a beautiful rendition of
‘Coming Home’ and the associated message conveyed by this piece

from Kenneth Downie, based on the lyrics ‘softly and tenderly, Jesus is
calling’.

Three solo items feature: ‘His Eye Is On The Sparrow’, a tenor horn
solo by Barney Lawrence, ‘The Call of Christ’ by Craig Snell (cornet)
and ‘The Ransomed Host’ by John Starkes (euphonium). The
presentation of each of these solos is excellent. Technical expertise and
lyrical expression are of a high standard.

It is no surprise to see the name of Ray Steadman-Allen on any
Salvation Army CD but ‘Lord Of The Sea’ is yet another masterpiece
from one of our most prolific composers. Dudley Bright’s ‘Are You
Joyful?” adds more variety to the recording, and is presented with real
excitement and passion.

The title piece ‘Joy Through The Ages’ is a
recent composition by Howard Evans. I commend
the CD notes for their detailed explanatory
commentary, particularly in respect of this piece.
This work captivates the listener right from the
start.

More reflective selections such as ‘The Quiet
Heart’ and the vocal item “The Calvary Track’
provide the opportunity to enjoy well-known
melodies.

Reference to Psalm 139 further enhances the
listening experience of Eric Ball’s ‘The Eternal
Presence’. This is a fitting finale to a well-planned and excellently
executed CD that will feature in my playlist for some time to come.

I thoroughly commend this recording for its musicality, spiritual
expression and a wide range of styles. ll

AMONG the plethora of new CD releases
these days, the distinctive elements
contained in Salvationist recordings remain
a source of encouragement and challenge to
buyers. Their specific ministry through
music finds favour within our ranks but it would be a pity if
only those connected with the Army bought this new CD
from Govan Songsters.

Unashamedly evangelical in content and focus, the recording bears
all the hallmarks associated with this fine vocal group: an excellent
sense of musical balance, diction and stylistic interpretation, coupled

with an accessible repertoire, which ensure that the listener can benefit
from an hour or so of enjoyment and reflection.

Many of the songs will be familiar — ‘His Provision” and ‘“To God Be
The Glory’ for example — but newer songs find their place too, not least
the title track. I sensed a real urgency about the songsters’ treatment of
this song — the resulting enthusiasm and intentionality being a
particular highlight.

Highlights abound, however, on this CD, none more so than the
songs that feature two soloists. Moira Wilson and Matt Ramsay are
featured in Simon Gash’s lovely arrangement of
‘Nothing But Thy Blood’. Moira’s expressive
treatment is a delight, her clear voice articulating
the fundamental truth of Christ’s redemptive
power. Matt is making a name for himself as a
soloist, and it is easy to see why, after listening to
him in ‘Arms Open Wide’. This song suits his
range and sonorous sound perfectly; perhaps more
importantly, there is real potency and passion in
his interpretation. I would suggest that it can only
be a matter of time before he records a solo album.

This recording is a fine example of gospel songs
sung well. There really is a ‘song for every season’
here. We Preach Christ does what it says. But don’t take my word for it
—buy it for yourself and take its message to heart! ll

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BIBLE STUDY

Now' Is

today

Major Mark Herbert concludes his three-part
series entitled A Study Of Haggai

STUDY PASSAGE HAGGAI 2:15-23

HE Founder had a vision for the

place and purpose of William

Booth College. His ambition was

for ‘an international university of
humanity’. The dream was realised in
1929 and became a fitting memorial to
him.

The college was to be opened by King
George V but he was ill; his son, Prince
George, performed the honours. Today —
now — as the college refurbishment
programme draws to completion, the
vision to be an inspiring, progressive and
leading Christian learning community is
more readily achievable.

As we have seen from our study of
Haggai, building projects are biblical!

The historical background can be
found in the Book of Ezra. The Israelites
were returning from exile in 520BC, and
the Temple needed to be rebuilt as the
focal point of spiritual life for the nation.
The work commenced positively but
soon fizzled out. Sixteen years later
Haggai arrived to bring leadership and
encouragement to get the building
finished.

The final verses of Haggai begin with
the word ‘now’. For us, ‘now’ is today.
Look at what these verses are calling us
to do, today —to do now.

We are being challenged to think, and

think carefully. When Scripture repeats
something we should sit up and take
note; but when the same thing is said
three times in four verses (see 2:15-18),
we had better give it very careful thought.

These verses paint a picture of God’s
people living unfulfilled lives. It appears
that God, for some reason, is withholding
his favour. Why might this be? It is lazy
thinking to point the finger at others or lay
the blame elsewhere. Sometimes we are
at fault for our situation. The challenge
‘now’ is to engage heart and mind in an
honest way, to understand more clearly
what God is saying.

God wants us to recover what we have
lost. Without the Temple, something was
missing. God longs to bring his people

God, who Is
all boweriul,
all knowing,
all everything,
Stil wants to
bless his people

back to the place where they can worship
him again. This is good advice: go back
to the place where you last had the thing
you lost. God’s heart leads him to help
you recover what you have lost.

These verses also reveal God’s
agenda: ‘From this day on | will bless you’
(2:19 all quotations from New
International Version). In addition, God is
going to shake the heavens and earth
(v21) and overthrow the enemy (v22). It is
only when hearts are turned towards him
that God chooses to pour out his
goodness on his people in blessing and
protection. The question is: where do we
need to be to receive God’s blessing?
Whatever the answer, we should get to
that place!

God blesses us so that we can be a
blessing. He has not changed. God, who
is all powerful, all knowing, all everything,
still wants to bless his people.

God’s last words to Haggai are a
promise and an affirmation: ‘| will make
you like my signet ring, for | have chosen
you’ (v23). The ring on God’s finger is
always in his sight — we are never
forgotten.

When people hear from Heaven, they
are rarely the same again. God’s word
can be a dangerous thing, because it
comes with a huge price tag. To hear that
we are loved and chosen is the most
incredible thing of all. The voice of God
drives many to their knees and stretches
our faith beyond where we think it will go,
but God has spoken: he has promised,
and all who hear should obey.

This verse sums up our lives. In truth,
there have been far too many occasions
when we have not accepted God’s word
for our lives or have struggled to believe
that God can sort them out. But if we
listen, he will bring us back to the place
where we hear his words of assurance.

Thisis ‘now’. Now is the time to believe
and see what God is doing, to experience
his blessing and to know that God is as
close as we need him to be.

God invites you to revisit your faith and
values. What are your priorities? Have
they been lost in the busyness and
demands of your life?

Alastair Jones considers the positive impact
youth workers can have in forming relationships

with young people

OOD youth work can be really
simple and, ultimately, is
about the quality of
relationships — relationships
between youth workers and young people,
relationships among young people and
even the relationships within a youth team.

And relationships don’t just happen —
they need work! The better we know each
other and the stronger our relationships
are, the more effective our youth work
will be.

As Christian youth leaders, the depth
and strength of our relationship with Jesus
willimpact how effective we are in youth
ministry. Therefore, personal discipleship is
really important. The more time we spend
with Jesus, the more we begin to look like
him. That can give us resilience and help
us survive the tough times, while giving us
the wisdom to know that when things are
going well we should celebrate and
worship God, who is at the centre of the
relationships we form. As our lives are
shaped, other lives are transformed.

At ALOVE’s recent Forge youth worker
conference, | had the pleasure of

interviewing a number of youth workers
about their work and personal
experiences. | found it really encouraging
to hear about amazing youth work, but |
was also struck by how God is speaking
into the lives of these workers in fresh and
inspiring ways. It is evident that God is
shaping their lives and, consequently, they
are seeing others changed by him. They
have a real hope for the young people they
work with and, through positive
relationships, their lives are modelling
something that cannot fail to raise the
aspirations of those young people.

We heard stories of self-sacrifice and
endurance, where leaders had dug in for
the long haul, as well as stories of patience
and then surprise as remarkable and
unexpected changes had happened
through reliance on God.

Holly Paterson is an Essential2 student
at Ashford. When | interviewed her at
Forge she spoke about relationships. ‘God
shapes my life in loads of different ways,’
she said. ‘At the moment, it’s through
relationships with other people. I'm really
lucky to be surrounded with amazing,

godly friends, who hold me to account and
encourage me. God is showing me his
plans through the actions of people
around me. Building relationships with
young people is also showing me how
God can shape and change people’s
lives.’

Youth worker Ollie Maxwell (Newark)
shared this story: ‘Our youth group is in
the middle of a council estate in town.

[ was on my way to set up when one of the
young people, who isn’t from a church
family, shouted across the street, “Ollie!

| read my whole Bible!” At first it didn’t
register, but then | realised that to hear
something like that shouted in the middle
of this estate was something new and

I think it's a glimpse of what God’s got in
store for us.’

Stories like these are the
encouragement we need, providing good
news when times are difficult. Recently it
has been especially tough in the world of
youth work — particularly for those who
work for a local authority youth service —
with many services being severely cut or
on the verge of vanishing. When we are in
a crisis situation there are negative
possibilities but also positive opportunities.
As we look at these opportunities we see
the chance to help bring transformation
into the lives of young people and to help
them grow as individuals. It is always a
privilege and a responsibility to be a part of
that journey.

To those who work with young people in
whatever capacity — employed youth
workers, corps youth secretaries or youth
group volunteers — | encourage you to take
your discipleship seriously, because the
impact you can and will have on young
people could be life-changing! Continue to
take opportunities to be trained — by
attending a Charge or Take Away event,
which take place across UKT, or a course
your divisional youth officer is organising or
by signing up to a course such as Engage.
All of these opportunities could help you
develop your skills.

Your life is important — it has the power
to impact the lives of young people. l

Ministry of Justice
awards contract to
The Salvation Army

THQ

THE Ministry of Justice has awarded The
Salvation Army a contract for £2 million per
annum to manage the support given to victims
of trafficking. This new model of contract
requires the Army to manage the delivery of
accommodation and support for male and
female victims of all types of trafficking,
sexual exploitation, domestic servitude and
forced labour across England and Wales.

Major Anne Read, Anti-Human Trafficking
Response Co-ordinator for the UK and Ireland,
said: ‘From its beginnings in Victorian
England, The Salvation Army was concerned
with rescuing people, particularly young girls,
who had been lured away from home and
ended up being prostituted. More than 100
years later, thousands of people in the UK and
thousands more around the world are being
held against their will, living in desperate situ-
ations, abused and exploited. For many years
we have worked with and advocated for those
trafficked, working with Government, police
and other agencies to help victims of human
trafficking. We are also partners on many of the
groups and coalitions that exist to ensure this
issue is kept on the public agenda.’

The Army will work with partners who are
leaders in their fields to help alleviate the
suffering of people who have been trafficked
into sexual exploitation and forced labour. It
will deliver this important work by providing a
network of services through organisations such
as STOP UK — who have had a case worker
based in the UK Human Trafficking Centre for
three years — to provide a central referral and
case management service. This will be the first
time there has been a central referral point for
all victims. STOP will assess the details for
each referral to ensure that the client is placed
in the most appropriate service.

The Army has a long history of working
with people who are vulnerable and margin-
alised across the world, including people who
find themselves the victims of trafficking, and
offers unconditional support without discrimi-
nation wherever there is a need. The Army has
a concern for the issue of human trafficking in
the 124 countries in which it works. For the
past five years the Movement has supported
women who have been trafficked into the
UK for sexual purposes, providing accommo-
dation, care and support in a confidential
individualised service that addresses the needs
of a very vulnerable group.

Major Read added: ‘We believe we have
more to bring to the wider work against human
trafficking under this new contract, reaching
across the UK and working closely with
partners and agencies that have specialist
knowledge and services in different fields, to
ensure that every woman and man identified as
trafficked will receive the best and most
appropriate support available.” — A. R.

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BOOK OF THE WEEK

Worship, Evangelism, Justice by Mike Pilavachi with Liza
Hoeksma, Survivor Kingsway, £5.99

Mike Pilavachi, the founder of Soul Survivor and leader of a
church in Watford, takes readers on a discipleship journey in this
little, easy-to-read book.

As the title suggests, the book is separated into three sections:
Worship, Evangelism and Justice.

The starting point is worship. Mike makes the point that
worship is far more than just singing praises to God. From the
beginning of time God made Adam and Eve to worship. The
question is, what or who do people worship? Mike looks at
different aspects of worship and finally makes the point that
worship is not about what people do but how people live.

From that base of worship comes the desire to evangelise. Mike
is of the opinion that if people enjoy their relationship with God
then surely it is only natural that they would want others to know

him. He asks why Christians should evangelise, looks at different
types of evangelism and points the readers to the Jesus strategy.

The final section of the book looks at justice. Readers are invited
to look at the broken world, to seek God’s heart of compassion and
to play their part as Christians. This section also challenges
readers about what they can do, highlighting not just the big
picture but smaller goals as well.

Finally, the author points out that for a disciple of Jesus all three
aspects — worship, evangelism and justice — work together for
good. To be truly authentic disciples of Jesus, Christians have to
live lives of worship, evangelism and justice.

If this book had been written by a Salvationist, the title could
easily have been Save Souls, Grow Saints And Serve Suffering
Humanity. I recommend this book as it will remind readers of the
fundamentals of being a disciple of Jesus and highlight the
Salvationist’s mission statement. — N. G. ll
