Important points

sought for the 2023 intake for this programme, except Study and Year abroad awards.

e A compensated pass cannot be awarded for the Individual Project which must be included
in the calculation of degree classification.

e Professional Statutory Regulatory Bodies thresholds will apply for accredited awards as per
the Engineering Council Compensation and Condonement notice November 2018. To
comply with professional body regulations students must achieve, after all available
attempts under the University regulations, a minimum of 30% (in any allowable attempt) at
levels 4, 5 and 6, before the board of examiners will be able to consider compensation for
an accredited honours degree.

e Options are available to undertake additional study abroad or an Industrial Placement.
Students who have not achieved the minimum progression requirements at the end of level
5 may be prevented from undertaking a sandwich placement. Similarly, students who have
not completed 120 credits at level 4 and 120 credits at level 5 with an average of at least
60% may not be eligible for the study abroad option.

Academic Year 2023 — 2024
The University’s academic year is made up of 3 Semesters (A, B and C). Semester A and B are

made up of teaching weeks followed by exams, where applicable (the re-sit period falls within
Semester C). Semester C is normally used for final dissertations and projects.
