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A. Programme Rationale 
The BA (Hons) English Literature programme provides you with a structured sequence of modules through 
which you can develop your knowledge and understanding of the subject, as a single honours, major or joint 
degree. 
 
The programme is designed to develop your understanding of Anglophone (English-language) literary history 
to a high level, and enhance your ability to analyse and think critically about literary texts. You will study 
literary works in a range of forms, including the novel, the short story, poetry, drama, autobiography, and the 
essay; and you will often be encouraged to understand these texts in relation to non-literary cultural artefacts 
such as films, paintings, and sculpture. These works are drawn from historical periods from the Renaissance 
to the present day, including many texts by authors from beyond the British Isles (the USA and Canada, 
Australia, the Caribbean, Africa and India, for example). You will also be introduced to a range of theoretical 
approaches to the study of literature which will equip you with the skills needed to become sophisticated 
literary critics in your own right, and to understand contemporary debates which influence and shape the 
discipline. You will encounter many works from within the traditional literary canon, and many unusual works 
from outside it. You will develop in-depth subject knowledge and a range of important transferable skills 
which are assessed in a wide variety of ways.  In summary, our degree is intended to help you develop into 
critically-informed and articulate scholars of English Literature, with an ability to situate texts in their broader 
intellectual and cultural contexts. 
 
The curriculum is designed to ensure that you will study a balanced programme, in line with the 
recommendations of the QAA Benchmark Statement for English (2015), but often approached in a fresh and 
innovative way which encourages you to reflect on the relevance and importance of the study of English to 
our contemporary world. 
 
B. Educational Aims of the Programme 
The programme has been devised in accordance with the University's graduate attributes of programmes of 
study as set out in UPR TL03. 
 
Additionally this programme aims to: 

• Contribute the national provision of English Literature by providing for students (including those who 
are new to the subject) the opportunity to study a stimulating, challenging and enjoyable, but also 
balanced, range of topics and materials from different parts of the world and from different literary 
periods, together with a variety of approaches to reading Literature;

genres, critical approaches and periods (pre and post 1800) represented by an extensive range of 
texts; 

• Allow students to conduct up-to-date independent scholarly research in the subject via a research 
project or dissertation, if they wish, and to develop skills which would inter alia provide a potential 
basis for postgraduate study in the subject, or for other careers as required.

Students on a full-time mode of study must normally take the equivalent of eight 15 credit modules per year 
with the equivalent of four 15 credit modules undertaken per semester. 
 
Part-time 
Students on a part-time mode of study are allowed to take up to five 15 credit modules per year and most 
normally choose to study between 2 and 5 modules per year, with modules being taken in each semester. 
Varying rates of study are possible: students can increase or decrease their rate of study year by year or 
semester by semester in response to their changing circumstances. Students are entitled to take a break 
from study for a semester or even a year if their circumstances require it. 
 
Students can apply to transfer to a full-time rate of study; this should be arranged before the beginning of the 
academic year.
